Fublio Losing Patienoe with tho
' Rapid Transit Commission.

Much Honey Spent( but Apparently
Llttls Accomplished.!

Although the Rapid Transit Commis-
sioners have been meeting twice a week
ever since tjielr failure to dispose of the
underground franchise last December
In nn ostensible attempt to work out
the problem of rapid transit by grant-
ing additional facilities to the Manhat-
tan Elevated Railway Company, they
seem to have accomplished little or
nothing tn this direction.

Meanwhile the expenses nf the Com-
mission aro going right along, and they
are by no means small, whllo the public
Is evidently beginning to get out of
patience. It wants to see something for
Its monev.

Fp to the beginning of this t.enr the
Commission had spent something like
Stlo.OOO. and the only result was an
elaborate scheme of underground tran-
sit thnt no careful financier or capital-
ist would undertake.

The Commissioners say that, since the
collapse of this scheme, they have been
studying the possibilities nf elevated
rapid transit, but the fact thnt Mr.
fltelnway, the President of the Commis-
sion, has been too III to attend the meet-
ings, or even to listen to anything on
the subject, has practically brought the
business of the Board tn a standstill
during the past two months.

This has not prevented the expenses
from running up, however, nnd the
Commission struck a snag yesterday
when It put In Its hill to the Board of
estimate of S6.787.87 for Expenses during
January, February and Mnrch, the last
month being estimated.

This demand nt once aroused opposi-
tion In the Boaid of Estimate, especially
aa one of the Items In the account wns
IfiSAI for newspaper clippings for the
personal Information of the members of
the Commission.

Mayor Ollroy naturally Inqulied what
authority the law for making the
people pay for newspaper clippings for
the delectation of the Commissioners,
and President Barker, of the Tax Com-
mission, was even more outspoken In
hln rrltlrlsm of the extravagance ot the
Ranld Trnnslt Board.

The bill was referred to Comptroller
Myers, with n renuest that he make n
detailed report of the expenditures of the
Commission and submit It at the next
meeting of the Board.

It is doubtful, however, whether this
kick on the-par- t of the rlty officials will
have nny effect In curtailing these ex-
penditures. There was the same oppo-
sition when the Commission presented
its last bill of expenses, amounting to
some SH.0O0. nnd when the Board of Es- - i

tlmute objected, It was found that the
Rapid Transit Commltslon hnd only to
go to the Supreme Court and Its bill
would bo allowed.

So long uh the Commission continues
to exist under the present law, all ex- - .

penscs which It vouches for as legltl- -
mate nnd necessary must be palll out of '
the public treasury, no matter what the
Board of Estimate thinks of them.

How long the Commission will remain
In its present comatose state is
tremely uncertain.

From one of the Commissioners It was
learned thnt If the Illness of the Presi-
dent continued much longer he would
probnbly send ln his resignation, and
enable the Mayor to appoint his suc-
cessor. This, It appears, the members
of tho Commission desire, to avoid. They
want to retain Mr. Stein way ln the
Board, If this Is a possible thing.

From the same-sourc- e tt was learned
that the Commissioners were not at
present studying any underground
scheme of rapid transit. That has prac-
tically been given up, and the only ques-
tion to which they are now devoting
themselves Is as to how the present ele-
vated system could be extended so as to
meet the needs ot the public.

It Is rumored that the .Manhattan peo-
ple have been making- - some rurlher
overtures since the Commission rejected
their llrat plans for the extension of
their lines, hut upon this subject

of the Commission refuse to

TRENTON, N. J., Feb. 25,- -It Is re.

'lu accomplish this Rev. Father
OGrndj, of New Brunswick has drafted
a bill, which will be presented to the
Legislature next week, and an effort
win be in ide to pass it immediately
The bill has not jet appeared, and the
success of such a measure is problemat-
ical.

According to the teport now In circu-
lation, the bill proildes that hereafter
the State mtirt appropriate i) for cu-i-

child between the iim-- of lite nnd eigh-
teen ears, who attends a parochial
(.chool. The pastor nf evert- - parish Is
to appoint the trustce-- i of the school In
his parish, and the trustees nre to ap-
point the teachers, and decide upon the
studies. All the teachers must comply
with all tho laws governing teachers In
the public schools. Tho power and
sujicrtlslon of schools, oter and above
priests and trustees, Is to be tested In
every County Superintendent of educa-
tion, who Is lo nonduit the examina-
tions, und It will be according to his
annual report that the appropriation will
be passed

Under this system the State would be
compelled to appropriate yearly $700,000
more than at present for school pur-
poses, and upon this ground alone many
of the legislators will probably opposo
the measure, if it Is Introduced.

There nre several members of the
Legislature who nre Catholics, but
many of these aie opposed to the
scheme, thinking It a had move. If the
bill is introduced, It will precipitate one
of the fiercest religious wars that has
eter been witnessed In this State.

There appear to be no gtounds upon
which the bill enn be classed as uncon-
stitutional, but there are several mem-
bers who declare that It will be against
nt least the spirit ot the Constitution
to pass the bill.

If tho bill Is Introduced, It Is very
doubtful If It ever becomes a law, ns
public sentiment appears to be decidedly
against It.
