The I'ltzattl snipped a irtw ot American
seamen July h, ixum, nnd according to the
articles, was to go to Honduras lor a cargo of
bananas. Arming at Purto eurtfz. t'apu
Henry I'luattl, after consultation with the
lit ads of the tegular goicrnmont, took nn
board men, arms and munition of war for tho
srmv of boanlsn-llondur- and look quite an
nctlte part In suppressing tbe revolution,
which ended with the death ot Its leader,
lien. Nulla.

ITrzattl transported Oovrrnment troops,
and accepted a commission ns General In tbo
Honduras Arm, and In that caput Hy,
although his irtJM-- l was ot American registry
and tiling American colors, bombarded
scleral ports nccunled by tbe rebels and
sank a steam launch belonging to the Nulla
patty.

Ills crew entered a protest against bis ac-

tion and on their return to New Orleans
filed suits lor damages, amounting In all to
(7.",0U0 for the danger and fright to which
they had beeu exposed.
