"THE BASOCHE."

There aro undoubtedly n great many
people In this world, who, lu an ecstasy
of Irretrievable I'liiltunism, believe that
the melodies they enjoy must be trnshy,
and that the mifdc they cannot compre-
hend is really the only thing that nn
educated person should venture to
praise. With Hubert's singularly deep
young man, thev believe Hint the unin-
telligible Is Invariably the Intellectual.
Nineteen out of twenty people would bo
inillnnnnt If .time, lileonora I)ue got
up and recited pithetlcnlly, "The House
That Jack Ilullt." If, however, she
did this In Italian nnd they did not
derstand It these people would melt
Into raptures of "How lovely !" "How
great!" nnd "How supirbly done!" C'an- -
didly, now, tve nre a set of humbugs,
arj wo not? Yes, wo are. There in
no exception. You nre a humbug; I am
n humbug; a theatre Is filled with arrant,
humbugs.

The first production of "The Bnaoche,"
an "original opera combine 111 thijee
acts." In New i ork, nt the Casino, last,
night, Introduced us to a work that, (is
humbugs, tve should all praise, for It Is
as heavy ns unleavened dough, und suf- -
llccntly to please those
who, as Col, Ingersoll says, expect to bo
il d In the next world. If they laugh
in this. The music Is by Andre Men- -
hager, and the libretto by Albert Can I,
adapted by Madeleine l.ucette Kyley,
who miit have bad some spite against
her husband, the funny ninn of the cast,
for she rigorously excluded him from1
fun. Tho music of "The li,iocho"
proses on through three acts with
scarcely u luruk. There Is but one
pretty song that assigned to Colette In
the second nei. Tills Is so charming
that It was encored again and again,
the andli'iieii clinging to It ns a drown-
ing man clings to a straw In un ocean
of wetness. The song suggests Illzet.
Then there Is u love duet that Is worth
hearing, and a nlu thut Just approaches
the il.ingeious border of popularity.
With these exceptions, "The ll.isoche"
Is musically uneventful. I'lnm the
tangled mu.s of notes, otic might pos-
sibly dig out an occasional melody with
a pickaxe, hut It would be the work of
a ilay laborer to do this. Perhaps dyna-
mite might be mom effectlto than the
pickaxe

The libretto has tho virtue of co-
herency. Tbe story can be followed
without reference to the "argument"
that luvarliiblv complicates matters on
the Casino's programmes The book,
however. Is woithliss. There Is no tinge
nf humor. 1 Is nil written In dend
earnest. Albert Carre moat cirtalnly
meant well, so did Madeleine l.ucette
It.vlcy. although nn note to that effect
appears on the programme. The hero
of the piece Is Clement Mrirot, a poet,
who bus been elected King nf the
Ilnsoche, which Is a students' club. He
is married, but, as tlm King of the
Ilnsoche must be a bachelor, lie denies
Ills wile. King Louis XII.. another
central llgure, has Just been wedded by
proxy. Ills wife arrives, und, hearing
Mnrot hailed ns King, lielletes that he
Is her husband. Marot s wife, Colette,
knowing nothing of the ll.isorho episode,
iinderstniids that Marot Is King of
Pi unco. Instead of King uf the llasoche.
fo she imagines heiself (Jiioeu, and

I King Louis ,II.. who has never seen
his wife, looks upon Colette as that
l.ulv. These complications, rather In-
geniously ai ranged, ate all straightened
mil when the opera ends. Tiny fall to
please, because they nro as soberly
treated ns one of P.ilclld's pioposltlons.
l'rlsklly put together, they might havo
made a highly diverting comic opera

I story. Then, should bo some sort of a
happy medium between such a work as

I "Wnng" and such nn nttempt ns "Th"
llasoche" Perhaps "Itobln llood" Is
the nenrast nttempt nt n solution of the
problem that we have hid for n long
time AH these comic npci.is, howeter,
simply m.iUe us long for Ullbert nml
Sullivan once more The pungent hu-
morist Is allent. and the lice of tho
daintiest musician of the il.iv gives fnith
no mine music This condition of things
Is really saddening Something must be
done, tor we ale getting desperate,
"The llasoche" had a somewhat unfor-
tunate Interrelation. Two membeia of
the cast sang delightfully, hut as noon
as they ceased singing they were de-
plorable. These were Juliette Corden
and Charles llassett. Miss Corden'stinting ot tho dainty; melody. In the- , a. -- l I

second act, to which I have before al-
luded, wus ndmlrable. Dramatically,
however, the young woman nppeared to
be completely ut sea. Mr. Hassett's
voice Is pure nnd sweet. As an actor
he tery much resembles Sossher, or. In
other words. Robert I.. Cutting, jr. Mr.
Bassett seemed to be hopelessly pleased
with himself. Ills eyes expressed thatbelief In n, roseate present that we
frequently see In the orbs of thegoat, Just about to dine upon
nn empty tomato can. .Miss Helen
llertram hns a not unpleaslng voice, but
she played the part of the Queen with
n sort of rjrand street distinction thatwas bewildering. There were times
