VoTSomo time Wbyto has leen tutting a
large swath In social clicks on 'ateu Island,
and It was through Ills manner ot living thai
his dishonesty was discovered.

Will te Is the son or a onto wealthy trader,
living In Liverpool, llu cume to this couiitiy
about nvo yeaisnuo and Introduced himself
to Lowell M. rainier, n wealthy cooper, living
at "00 Clinton avenue. liiookl)u. He se-
cured einployuent In New York, but leit lilt

about a year later to enter theBlacs Hunk, where .Mr. 1 aimer had secured
him a clerkship.

Tbo young Englishman v, as very brl jht and
ho was rapidly prjuintcd until about two
years ago, when ho assumed tho ilu'les of
receiving and paying teller at a salary of
I 1,000 a year, llo eonlcsses that he began to
steal almost as soon as ho bigun his new
duties.

The bank ofllclals took a meat liking to
him and trusted him Implicitly.

Whvte lived at Mew llrighton, S. 1. He had
a pleasing manner and was a great laorlto
with the daughters ol several of the wcaltbl-es- t

families there, llo wn.ssien driving abuit
wltha handsome rig and his dlunris weie
very elaborate. Ills friends supposed lie wus
a prosperous banker.

Last January Miss Ludlam, a daughter nt

Detectives wcroiuton
bis track, and it was soonleirncd that Ills
iitrgo expenses were not i aid with money
received from Knglan't,

Tho books at the hank showed n shortage,
and bo was Discharged on nan. XH last, llo
promised to make good tho amount ho had
stolon, and tho nuaranty Company took no
steps to havo him arrested. Ho expected to
got money trom home, but learned that his,
lather had fulled In business ai.a he (would
have to look elsewhere.

Tbo officers ot the Guaranty Company wore
pres-lo- g Jlr. Englls to nave tho Englishman
arrested. Early in tho present month they
put two detectives on the caso to keep Wbyto
under surveillance. The detectives and
Wbjlo lived together at tho Metropolitan
Hotel. On March 7 Whyte, evidently leiring
he would be arrested, wrotn tho following
letter to Presldcut Knglls with tho object ut
getting more time:
