Sud-
denly he discovered the hlg white prow
af the sound steamer iy of Lawrence,
monthebonnd, bearing hard down on his
Hitie shell of a crafr,

With a few sirokes of his oars, he
shot the hoat Slear of the steanier's
prove, anid ws she brashed by the spray
rolling from the vessel's side drenched
him to the skin,

He hud no sooncr eacaped from one
danger, however, than he woas plunged
thite another. He had not had time to
get his bearings, when he discoversd
that he wa® nearly In the course of an-
other steamer, the Nutmeg State, bound
northward,

The next minute his bont was being
tomsed atout on the waves Hke a cockle-
shell betweer the passing yesssls,  In
another minute he was struggling in the
lee-cold wuter, screnming for assistinee,
But his crles wers swillowed up o the
runh and rour of the river.

The boat, overturned, wan bounding
up and down on the waler. o dozen feet
away, out of his rench, No ane, appar-
ently, an board elther the Clty of Law-
rence or the Nutmeg State had observed
the accident, or, if notlee had  been
tiken, no effort was made to go to the
i of the Imperilled man.
