PANAMA, llarch 24 A tremendous
nuil dentrtictlve phenomenon has oc-

curred In the Department of Cuucn, In
the neptibllc of Colombia.

The volcano of SntHra ha.s been un-

usually active, nml the people in tliut
region were greatly exrltnl by the
rumbllnB of the earth and the extra-
ordinary violence of the volcanic erup-

tion.
Suddenly, while the volcano was belch-

ing forth flame nml Hirioke to a grent
height, the earth beKitn to shake as If a
most violent convulsion were In prog-

ress, nnd the mountain ridge called t'ruz
Loma suddenly sank along Its entire ex-

tension.
The Inhublluntfi In the vicinity who

had a chance to ecnpe fled In terror
from the scene, and not too soon, as
the sunken ridge dammed up thtee
rivers, nnd added devastation to the
terrors of earthquake nnd volcnno.

Twelvo persons are known tn have
perished, and many cattlo were de-

stroyed, and more destruction Is feared,
at the rivers, whoso usual channels hnvo
been obstructed, are rising rapidly.

Great suffering prevails In Cauca, us-

ually the most flourishing Department
of Colombia, and many people are starv-
ing owing to the failure of the crops,
and thin new nnd unexpected calamity
has added greatly to the general wretch-
edness.
