Hall, as It did two years ago when the
festive Hilly tried to open a dive In the
same place, with the same Annigoni ns
his "dummy."

The members of the Fourteenth Street
Presbyterian Church, whose house of
worship Is almost across the street, nnd
who queered Billy's scheme before,
ngnln came to the front this time with
n vigorous protest against Police Jus-
tice Koch's strange as well ae flimsy
argument, that because the main en-
trance of the chuich was over 200 feet

This action and "The Evening World"
expaseures evidently disheartened Mc-
Glory or Annigoni, or both of them, for
this mornlno; cousel for Annigoni ap-
peared before Judge Glegerlch and with-
drew his application.

The pollution begins ot th" mouth nf
tho Chicago Ills or and Inert uses until
the maximum Is reached In the vicinity
of the stock-iurd- ", near the southern
branch of tho pumping station, where
the Illlhy conditions dolled description.

At certain points thu condition of the
Chicago Illver was worre thnn that of
crude sewnge. The smell was vile nnd
n inventing, nnd the tempeiature varied
from IS degrees Fnhrenhelt nt the mouth
of the river to U degiees ut the stock-jard-

while the temperature nf the air
did not exceed 24 degrees. It was safe,
therefore, to conclude that the condition
of the Chicago Illver in Summer would
be more abominable.

The nnalvsls of the water of Lake
Michigan failed to furnish any distinct
evidence of serious pollution. In deal-
ing with the domestic supply, however,

i the reirbrt emphasizes that It Is desir-
able to filter lake water for drinking,
since not a single sample of the ordinary
supply Is entirely free from sediment,
which, In (he majority of cases, con-
sisted of vegetable debris.

USE OF WINDMILLS.

The Various Ways In Which Their
Power May Be Utilized.

I was somewhat surprised to read thntsuch a d correspondent ns
John M. Stahl seems to be bus not seenor heard of a windmill being used forsawing wood, says A. 1'. Sharp In Coun-try Cientlemnn.

I have had one for years that sans
wood, sheila nnd grinds corn, cuts huy
and fodder and pumps water with a
moderate wind. It Is on my barn, and,
If 1 recollect rlghtlv, the cost was notover JIM, all told. The saw Is circular,
and goes through hard chestnut wood
without a halt. With fair wind It willchop or grind corn, cut cornstalks andfodder, and I have shelled forty bushels
of corn before brenkfnst.

I have had three solid wooden-whe-

mills; nil worked moderately well, but Ifany of your readers think of buying a
windmill I would say that this is theage of steel -- buy a steel mill. I. have
had one now for two years pumping
water alone, nnd would not be without
It for anv leasonablu sum. It Is only
an eight-fo- mill und has more power
than I need, even with a wind that can
hardly be felt. It Is a solid aleel mill,
and I hear It has been greatly Improved
since my purchase. Having the tower
of the did mill thnt was blown to pieces
It was used for the new one and the cost
was less than $".0, the party furnishing
the mill and work of nutting It up rendv
for use From the start it has worked
nlcelj, ami will pump nil thu water I
need with a wind that will hardly bring,
the big mill to the wind when out of
tfear.Having had much trouble with the
foice-iiuni- p often needing paeklng.whlch
necessitated getting down In the well, I
have dispensed with It by placing in the
well an ordinary cucumber stock with
vnlve below the water. The ton of the
slock Is carried up higher than the
tank nt the barn, and as soon as the
water In thu slock reaches the right
point It Hows Into a small tank nloiiK-sid- e,

from which the connection Is made.
'1'hls is done to prevent the overllow
from the pumpstork, ns the Mow of the
lifted nnlir Is much grouler than the
capacity of thu Inch pipe to carrv It to
the barn oi house Of course. If the mill
were much lower than tho tnnk It could
not be uiiv eyed any way, but when the
same level, as mine Is, or higher, as Is
often the case, there Is no need of a
force-pum- p

Now thnt windmills nre so rhenp nnd
so perfectly made. Is It not n wonder
thnt they are not more common on our
Kouthern farms nnd truck gnrdens?
How many of our readers are possessed
of this valuable forco?

TRANSPORTING BIG TREES.

They Are Intended for Flag Poles at
the World's Fair.

The special train bearing the ten big
logs destined for the ting-pole- s for tho
Washington World's Fair Building at
Chlengo, will be run In three sections of
fourteen cars each, says the rlpoknne

Unch of the logs equals the length of
peven flat cars, though they are loaded
In such a manner that the welKht Is
carried by two of the cars. With the
exception of the largest two, the logs
are placed two together on the cars, but
It was Impossible to load tho largest
two lu that manner, owing to their
enormous weight.

The end cars of the sections will sup-
port the load on a raised block working
on a pivot. Tho other cars will be
empty, and the logs will extend over
them above the cap floors. This ar-
rangement Is necessary, owlns to the
curves In the road.
