LONDON, Aprll 18—The Dowager
Duchess of Sutherland was to-day com-
mitted to Hollowany Prison under n son-
tence of Imprisonment for six weeks
imposed by Sir Francls Jeunc, President
of the Court of Probate, for contempt of
oourt.

Notwithstanding that the Imprison-
ment of o Britlsh duchess In A comman
jall s probably unprecedentod in Bng-
iand, the affair did not excite any groal
surprise among the pubile, As It had
been anticipated that the Court would
take severe nction, In view of the fla-
grant contempt with which the Druchess
was charged,

Then ame of tha Dowager Duchions In
Mary Caroline, and she was a widow at
the time of her marrtiage 1o the lite
Duke of Sutherland, ner previous hus-
band having been Arthur Iindersley
Bilalr, She was the younger Adaughter of
the Iate Rov. Richard Mitchell, TR B
princlpal of Hartfurd Collegr, £1x ford,

The late Diulie himself wos o widomer
at the time of the marelage, and had
ehildsen and grandchlldren, the eldest
surviving child being the progent ke

of Sutherland.
The firnt wife of the late Dulie of
Butherinnd died November &5, 188, ‘The

late Duke was at the time scqualnted

with Ars. Blelr, and marrled her in
Florlda, during a vislt to Ameriea, o
March 4, 1880,

The news of the marriage was recelved
with anger and disappointment by the
present Duke uand the other rurviving
children of the late Duke, for one of
whom, nemed Alexandea, the Trineca
of Wales had bean sponsor,  Alexandria
haa since died.

It was evident that the second mars
riage of the late Duke wis viewed with
disfavor in royal quarters,

The late Duke and his son, the Mar-
quis of Stafford, who I8 the present
Duke, at onee got Into controversy over
entalled esiates, and partieularly  the
ecutting down of trees in ‘Trentham 1Purk
wrentham Hall was shut up most of
the time, the Iate Duke amd Duchoess
gpending most of thelr thne mhronid or
at Dunrobin Castlo,

The Iate Duke died Sept. 22 lont yvear,
aged elxty-three yenrw, leaving a will
highly favorable to the Duchess,  This
