HOW THE PEOPLE VIEW IT.

"I have spent thousands of dollars for
the Democratic party. I have worked
for It for twenty-fiv- e years, but, so help
me Ood, If this outrage I Pcmocrury, 1

am no longer a Democrat."
These words were spoken yesterday In

Buffalo, nt the citizens' meeting to de-

nounce the Rlicehnn sneak police law, by

Henry A. Richmond, the son of Dean
Richmond, for years the honored leader
of tho Democratic party.

"The time hai come for the people of

Buffalo to nFiert their rights. If such
nn outrage against the popular will n

this law perpetrates Is to he patiently
suffrred, then free government Is at an

end."
These were the utterances of George

Clinton, n grandson of Clos De Witt
Clinton, whose name and memory are

reverenced by the Democracy of the

whole nation.
The cltlrcns of Buffalo are up In arms

against the Sheehan law. Only the low-

est rumans In the city support It. After
sneaking the bill through the Legisla-

ture by false representations, ns many

of Its supporters declare, Mr. Bheehan
sought to put the law prematurely Into

operation through an act of ruffianism

and violence. The Mayor's office was

to be entered by force, and the new

Police Commissioners were to be ap-

pointed and to selre upon their oftlces

before the people had "a. chance to pro-

test. But the courts cried a halt to Mr.

Bhechan's bold usurpation. The appoint-

ing commissioners are enjoined rrnm

acting under the law until the r,tl Init.,

when they are called upon to show
cause why the law should not bo de-

clared unconstitutional, null anil void.

THE BELQIOM 0KI81B.

The deplorable situation In Belgium Is

due to the obstinate resistance by the
riiivcrnmcnt of a reasonable demand by

the people. The people ask for free

suffrage. The Government not only de-

nies the millions any voire In the choice
rif public officers, but declares public

meetings In favor of free suffrage n

cilme, to be met with tho bullets nnd

Imyoncts of the soldiery.

The working classes of Belgium are

Intelligent, Industrious nnd better edu-

cated than In many other Kuropean na-

tions. They arc fit to be IntniBted with

the franchise, nnd would doubtless uee

It Intelligently and honestly. It Is mad-

ness on the part of the Government not

to concede their reasonable and Jutt de-

mand. In these days the plain, unde-

niable rights of the people cannot be out-

raged with Impunity.
The situation Is critical. It Is said that

the Ministry has proposed to the King

that Parliament bo dissolved nnd o gen-

eral election ordered. But of what good

will that be If the people are still de-

nied the right to vote for their repre-

sentatives? King Leopold is a man of

good practical sense. He will act wisely

If he yields to the Just demand ot his

people, for a serious outbreak can only

end In disaster to his own rule.

ELEVATED RAPACITY.

The rapacious managers of the Man-

hattan novated Railroad are making

a determined effort to cheat the city out

of a fair and proper compensation for

the new piivlleges nnd franchises, worth

millions of dollars yearly, proposed to

be given to the corporation by the re-

port of the Rapid Transit Commission.

Those philanthropic Individuals, Rus-

sell Snge and the Eon of Jay Gould, In-

sist that f per cent, of tho gross re-

ceipts less taxes and operating expenses

Is too much. They want to divide net

profits with the city, after paying thorn-selv-

8 per cent, dividends on their cap-

ital stock.

THEN AND NOW.

The evils of the Republican prodigal
and corrupt policy, which left the Treas-
ury practically bankrupt to President
Harrison's successor, are now being felt
by the country.
