Weds the Eari.

Qrace Church Crowded with tho

Best Society of Five Citios.

No Signs or the Bridal Robes
llavlag Deen Used Abroad.

The marriage of Miss Cornelia Bradley
Martin to the Karl of Craven, which
took place at 1 P. M. y at Grace
Church, was attended with all the pomp
and ceremony which so Important an
international function deserved.

In fact, society evidently regarded It
as the most stupendous event which has
occurred In this part of the world for
years, and had prepared to honor It
accordingly. The entire wealth and
fashion of the town were there to wit-
ness the ceremony, and every part of
the church was crowded with Invited
guests.

More than 3,500 invitations, It Is said,,
had been Issued, and even then Mr. and
Mrs. Martin could not begin to satisfy
the clamorous demand for cards. Not
only New York's fashionable set, but
the social lights of Philadelphia, Wash-
ington, Iloston and Baltimore, for the
parents of the bride have many friends
all over the country, had to be satisfied,
and the limit was only reached with the
capacity of the church.

Those who had no cards had little or
no chance to see the Interior of the
building, for a cordon of big policemen
guarded the entrance, and would let
no one In unless provided with a silver
printed billet, and for an hour before
the ceremony was to take place Broad-
way In the neighborhood of Tenth street,
was almost blockaded with throngs of
eager sightseers, who elbowed and Jos-
tled each other In their frantic efforts to
obtain a place where thoy could see the
bridal party when It arrived.

There was a stir when the bridal party
entered, and every neck was stretched
to get a glimpse of the young woman nil
she went with a rapid step up to the
chancel on her father'B arm. Her face
was partially concealed by the bridal
veil, and she kept her head lowered, so
that very few of those In the rear could
see her features.

When the procession returned, the
newly made Countess walked beside her
husband.

DEjUH BY BAYONETS.

Four Strikers Killed In a Confllot
wltn Troops Near Antwerp.

BRUSSELS, April 18. The most seri-

ous disturbance that has occurred to-

day Is reported from Bourgerhout. a
village a short distance from Antwerp.

Many candle-maker- s are cmplojed In

the village, and a majority of them
' have Joined the movement In favor of

universal suffrage. Those who remained
at work were nttacked by the strikers

and the troops were called upon

to protect the workers and restore or-

der.
The strikers continued their attacks

upon the "blacklegs" ns though no
troops were present. The officer In com-

mand of the soldiers ordered his men to
fli. their hayonctc, and then followed
the order to charge.

On a ful run, with levelled bayonets,
the soldiers charged upon the rioters
and drove- - them nway. Four of the
strikers were killed and fifteen others
received more or less serious bayonet
thrusts. It Is certain that some of the
wounded will die.

Great excitement prevails In the vil-

lage, and the strikers threaten ven-

geance for the death of their comrades.
Here, as In other parts of the country,
the men are In many Instances spurred
on to riot by the women.

In Antwcr,) y the outlook Is more
threatening than It was yesterday, and thli
despite the (act that extraordinary military
precautions have toen taken to prserro the
leace. Amen? the more prominent ot tho

Of itu-so- , twn-Ka- bry and "A'dler
-- have mado themselvoi particularly ol
noxious to the police, and they were
placed under arrest.

1 ho striking dock, laborers began their dis-

orderly uemoaotratlons again this morning.
They took possession of the docks and

marched along the rvater front attacking tho
monwho wero at work, compelling many of
them to 'Hilt. One captain of a vessel from
which the men had beendrHen away pro.
tested to tbe leaders ot the rioters, where-
upon tbe mob promptly stoned him and
forced him to flee.

The police In force were llaally orJercd to
disperse the rioters. A short conflict ensued,
during which the police used their swords
and revolver, and finally the mob scattered.

In Drusscli the ferment continues with no
sign of abatement. The streets aro tilled with
crowds of excited worklngmHi, and a general
loellng of uneasiness rrevults. it was the
Intention or the strikers to hold a grend
demonstration in tho park at BU

(lilies, two milrs south of Urussels.
This place had been selected for tbe meet-

ing In consequence of the order prohibiting
demonstrations In Urusoh, but the tuatruo.
