ai In the agreement with the city,

that the present lessee was to be
reimbursed for wharf Improvements,
amounting to JJOO.OOO, if any other per-
sons became the lessee or lessees.

The Comptroller said the action of the
State!! Island Hapld Transit Company
was unfair, as they had known all along
thut the clause referred to would not
be Included ln the lease. On the ad-lc- e

of Assistant Corporation Counsel
Dean he postponed the sale until the
matter could be looked Into.

As the Staten Island Hapld Transit
Company Hlso operates the Hay Itldge
ferry and the same conditions apply to
that franchise, thu sale of the latter WM
also put orf.
