To Mr. Brooke he said that he took up
the carpets, Mrs. Buchanan telling him
that she nnd her husband were going
to Europe. And then Lammers added
more joy to the defense by saying that
Dr. Buchnnan took his breakfasts at
home every day. This corroborated the
Doctor and disputed Macomber.

The people rested here.

Wltthaus," he said.

Prof. Vaughan told the Jury that, quite
evidently, the lndol used by Prof. Wltt-

District-Attorne- y Nlcoll said he had
no question, and at that Mr. Burke said
quickly:

"That's our case."
And so the evidence for and against

Dr. Buchanan was complete and ready
for the Jury.

On Mr. Brooke's motion, Mr. Nlcoll
elected to abandon the first count of the
Indictment, charging Buchanan with kill-lin- g

his wife with live crnlns of mor-
phine, and go to the Jury on the second
count, which says the killing was with
"some unknown poison."

Mr. Brooke thereupon moved that all
of 'the testimony of Wltthaus nnd Dore- -
mus bo stricken out, but Kecorder

l Smythe denied the motion.
There were the usual motions for a

dlschnige. Ac, and then the trial wns
adjourned till Monda, when Mr. Brooke
und Mr. Nlcoll will deliver their pleas,
the Recorder will deliver his charge, and
the case will go to the Jury.

Trioks of Dootors to Disguise Cer-

tain Drues in Medicines.

patient fair nnd Judicious treatment,
absolutely esnentlnl.

"Let tne particularize a few examples.-Ho-
manv people, specially those be-

longing to what Is sometimes described
ns the "old school,' have such a dtcply
rooted antipathy to awnllow opium,
or nn thing containing that most useful
of drugs, In any quantity, however min-
ute, that to prevail upon them to do so
we arc compelled to disguise the pres-
ence of that Ingredient from their per-
ception.

"For In manv rases opium Is the main,
the essential, often the onlv, course of
treatment we can hope to see followd by
good results. Then who Is there that will
sny In these enses where to humor the
vhtms of Ignorance or cnprlce would be
to endanger It may b,e the verv life of
him or her who hns committed him or
herself to our care mistaken Ideas or
It ma be nay often Is wilful obsti-
nacy 1b to be allowed to bar the use of
the agent that experience and science
points to as the proper antagonist of
some most fatal dlBaseH'

"Then let us glance nt thoe esses,"
pursued the M. li , "where it Is the In-

terest of the prescrlber that demands
the of some mild and harmless de-
ception. It Is a unlverrally understood
fact among doctors, and one that the
necessity of In some degree catering to
the Individual tastes, likes and dislikes
of our various patients forbids us to
refuse to overlook, that while some will
refuse point blank to touch a dose pos-
sessing anything approaching n bitter
or unpleaant taste, others, on the other
hand, If what we send has In the Inno-
cence of well-mea- kindness been
sweetened or flavored dellcatelv, will
plainly propound for our edincntlon
and future guidance the opinion that the
too pleasant combination Is children's
medicine.

"Then, again," he continued, "sup-
posing the drug ordered Is. as so manv
are, naturally devoid of color, how well
we know the weight the addition of a
few drops of cochineal or a little burnt
sugar cnrrles with Its Insinuating hue
to nine-tent- h of the average public.

lar hours for meals. The dogs, birds,
cats and wild nnlmals eat when they are
hungry, but they are not obliged to
work for their dally bread. Nor are
they victims of civilization Nature Is
adaptable, she Is also systematic, and
unless order Is maintained there Is apt
to bo trouble,

A mixed diet of meat nnd vegetables
Is the best Slnrch foods are not gen-
erally good, and pastries and eweet
meats tend to produce acidity of the
stomach. Mastication Is absolutely
essential to perfect digestion. Teople
who have poor teeth, few teeth or no
teth should subsist largely on soups,
strong meat extracts, meat-Jclllc- s, spoon
foods, such as eream toasts gruels, cereals,
nourishing bevernges and Juicy fruits!

Sour stomach and Indigestion are the
result of too much or unwholesome food.
It Is a mistake to eat until there Is a
sensation of oppressive fulness It Is
not the quantity eaten, but the good
digestion that makes health and
strength. Sour stomach nnd heartburn .

may be corrected by moderate eating.
Temporary relief can be had by

doses of aromatic spirits of
ammonia takin In a wine glnssful of
water, or a bicarbonate of potash pel-
let.
