The becond morning of tho escape from the
prison here of condemned murderers Frank
W. Rohle and Thomas Falllster opened with-

out any trace of the escaped men.
Although thirty -- six hours bad elapsed since

the men overpowered the death watch,
locked the guards In the cells they had va-

cated, and breaking a nolo la the roof or the
condemned cells building:, tied for.llberty and
life, armed with the prison guards' revolvers,
and desperate enough to resist capture If dis-

covered, the prison officials were sanguine
that iho fugitives would bo ic taken.

" There Is no news this morning," said
W arden Brown to an " Kvonlng World " re-

porter, " and as far as I know ltohlo and
Falllster are still enjoying their liberty."

Warden Brown and Principal Keeper
did not re tiro until midnight, and

they wero virtually fagged out Irom the
nervous strain they were subjected to all
day yesterday.

After the Warden's unsuccessful search
along the river yesterday afternoon, ho de-

rided to remain at the prison the rest ot the
evening lor the purpose of being on hand in
the event ot news ot the capture of the men.
He felt sure that some news would bo forth-
coming, but the only gleam ot hope be re-

ceived in that direction came about o o'clock.
A Passible Clue.

I nder Sheriff Fugsley, or White Plains,
(ailed at tho prison at that hour and had a
Kivate talk with the Warden.

It was not known until this morning.

It really formed something of a cluo, but up
too o'clock this morning had not resulted in
anything.

fugsley, It appears, brought Information
he received from two railroad men who aro
emtloyed on the New York and Northern
rote, to the eflcct that they had seen three
men board a New York and Northern train
late Thursday night at a station called Whtt-son'- s,

aoout three miles east ot Mng sing.
Tbey jumped off the train at Brewster's and
then disappeared.

The Cescrlptlon ot two of the three men
tallica vitu that ot ltohlo and Falllster, but
what became of them alter that was a matter
of conjecture.

Warden Brown was up early this morning,
and after breakfast he proceeded to map out
his day's work. la conversation with "The
Kvenlng World" reporter bo said:

fugitives.

Boat Found Near Tarrytown.
Shortly after this conversation, word was

recelvod at the prison that a boat correspond-
ing with tbe description ot tbe boat missing
from Sing Sing had been found upturned near
T arry town.

The Information was very meagre, but as
Warden Brown was or tho opinion that tho
missing boat figured in tbe escape, he decided
to gq down to Tarryunrn ana see for hlmselr,
which be did at 0.30 o'clock.

Principal Keeper Connaughton was tbe
Oral ol tbe more Important officials moving
around early tWs morotngvThls
officer has taken tbe escape of tho two men
very much to heart, bnt he was even more
sanguine than the Warden that Itohle and
ralUster would be caught.

He spent all yesterday In Now York City
scouring the haunts ot tbe two men, and
w hen be returned to bis homo In sing Sing at
mldulglit he was completely worn out.

Ho told Principal Keeper Connaughton
that his y scaich failed to dlscloso any
trace ot tho tuglllves In tho metropolis, He
cold ne would, however, continue his search,
and he lett again for New York on an early
train this morning.
