A TYPEWniTEK CIPHEH.

It Could Kaslly Be Codlflnd by a
System of Bar Transposition.

A curious suggestion In retard to cer-
tain possible uses of the typewriter Is
made by 11. Krve. It Is well known
that a favorite form of cipher writing
consists In substituting certain letters
for others, each'party to the correspond-
ence having the key by which he can
place the substituted ones by those in-

tended to be read. M. Erve points out
that a. secret correspondence of this sort
can be carried on very readily by means
of any typewriter. All that Is necessary
Is to transpose certain types on the type
bars, so that, for example, touching the
key marked A will print C n will print
It, and so on, says The American Archi-
tect.

After one Instrument has been so
transposed, the other Is to be corre- -
spondlngly arranged so that the key C
will print A, the key It will print B, and
so on. Then X, the correspondent at
one end of the line, on receiving a
cipher despatch from the other, Y, has
only to copy it on his typewriter. The
machine, retransposlng the letters auto-
matically, will at once give an accurate
translation, while X's reply, written on
the same typewriter which translated
Y's original despntch, will form nn un-
intelligible string of letters, which, by
copying on Y's typewriter, will be In Its
turn translated.

A cipher correspondence of this kind
has an advantage over the ordinary
sort, in that the two parties use dlffer- -
ent, although reciprocal, ciphers, and a
comparison of despatches captured from
each nill give little clue to the meaning
of either. Moreover, It would not be
very difficult with some typewriters
which have two space keys to make the
space keys accurate types, so that the
document should be an 'uninterrupted
string of letterH. Such writing Is very
difficult to decipher from the Impossibil-
ity ot telling where the words begin
or end, yet the corresponding Instru- -
ment by mere copying would translate

, It perfectly.
Another ue of the typewriter which

M. Krve suggests Is an Instrument for
shoithand writing. Most stenographers,
In nddltlon to tbe characters for sound,
employ a large number of abbreviations
nna signs, usually of their own devising,
which no one but themselves can under-
stand. Hence It comes that stenog-
raphers cannot read any one else's writ-
ing but their own, and occasionally fall
to read that when their use of abbrevia-
tions has been too liberal.

Mr. Erve says, very truly, that char-
acters Indicating sound with sufficientaccuracy can readily be found In thetypewriter's alphabet, while a code of
abbreviation1! might easily be agreed
upon among the stenographers. With
such a phonetic system of using the
characters nnd a reasonable number of
abbreviations. It would be easy to write

W words a minute on a typewriter,
which would be fast enough for tho most
rapid speaker, while the stenographic
writing would have the great advantage
of being legible to any other stenog-
rapher besides the one who wrote It.

SHOT TO LIFE.

The expression "shot to death" Is a
common one and everybody understands
what It means, but Wesley nipper, the
assailant of John Mackay, who tried to
commit suicide. Deems to have created
a converse expression, "shot to life,"
says the San Francisco Post.

According to the doctors who hare
been attending the wuuld-b- e suicide,
Itlppey, at the time he shot himself,
was troubled with pleurisy, which
would soon have proved fatal to him.
The bullet which he tired Into his body
perforated the pleural sotting free a
considerable pleural effusion, which
drained oft tluough the huts made by
the bullet nnd virtually effected a cure
of the pleurisy.

It Is questionable, however, whether
this kind of treatment forpleurlsy will
come Into general favor. The rmedy Is
a trifle too heroic for the ordinary phy-
sician or surgeon to adopt.
