ADMinALHOPKlNS'S SURPRISE.

He Startlo3 and Delights the
Other Officers of the Fleet

Ad Electrical Display Which Has
Never Iletn Kqualled.

Brilliant as was the marine spectacle
afforded by yesterday's grand review of
thu peaceful Columbian urmad.i by
President Cleveland, for novelty and en-

tirely unexpected surprises It was com-
pletely eclipsed by the magnificent elec-
trical display by the fleet In theopera-tlo- n

of its powerful search lights und
systems of marine telegraphy,

(Jay as the cruisers appeared when
dressed for the Presidential review by
da) light, at night they were converted
Into dazzling, beautiful phantom-ships- ,

nnd the brilliancy of their Illumination
outrlvalled the but
seldom-witnesse- d lights of St. Elmo.

Particularly was this the case with
the Britishers In port, although the
American crulserH acquitted themselves
In a manner greatly to be admired.
Admiral Gherardl had announced that
the warships might Illuminate If they
desired, but Admiral Sir John Hopkins,
with n view to surprising tbe Americans
on the quiet, obtained permission to
blow up hlu flfwt.

Of course, this expression Is used fig-
uratively, but to the thousunds of spec-
tators who witnessed the dlspluy It
appeared startling realistic.

Just before 8 o'clock the Blake gave
out a signal flash, and the next Instant
she nnd her other companions, the Aus-
tralia, Muglclenne and Tartar became
111 Ing outlines of electrical tire Instead
of the black hulls of the moment before.

The other ships In line with electrcal
plants ut once took the cue, and for over
time miles there extended an almost
unbroken line of phantom monsters.

warships to begin searching for Im-
aginary torpedo boats and boarding par-
ties.

Kor half an hour the spectators were
treated to a manufactured aurora bore-al- ls

that rivalled In brilliancy anything
attempted by nature Itself. Then the
Hashes ceased, nnd n dense darkness
preceded tho piece de resistance of tbe
evonlne.

Suddenly flames broke out upon the
main deck of the big Blake. Simultane-
ously thpy appeared on tho three other
British khlp, and Increased on ull four
with startling rapidity. In vain the
crews rushed to and fro In mock fren-
zied effort to extinguish them.

Apparently, all efforts were In vain,
and every cruiser seemed to be doomed.

"Bang!" rang out a terrific report from
the Blake, followed Instantaneously bv
similar reports on the other Britishers,
while foro and aft on every ship was a
spouting crater, vomiting fire and ap-
parently men and timbers, high In air.

The crowd stood aghast for a moment,
thinking that the Britishers' powder
magazines had exploded. But when the
smoke cleared away, revealing the black
hulls still Intact, they realized Sir John's
little Joke and demanded some more.
