ENTOMOLOGY AS A CAREER.

It Is Becom'nir a Very Important
Business.

Economic entomology Is that branch
of the science which, looking beyond
the mere collection and classification
of Insects, has to do with the control of
those which Injuriously affect agricul-
tural products. Its Importance Is shown
by the fact that its bibliography fills
a volume of 450 pages, while the Asso-
ciation of the Economic Entomologists
numbers tsomo sixty active members.
That the achievements of Its students
or professors uro remarkublo Is shown
by the statement made In a recent ad-
dress by '.he Dominion Entomologists of
Canada thut a saving of $4'W,000 worth
of agricultural products was made In
Notth Dakota nnd Minnesota during
1891 by the adoption of certain measures
recommended to farmers by official en-
tomologists.

Entomology as a hobby Is now widely
pursued by young people, and no de-
partment of natural history Is more

says The Youth'B Companion.
Hut the biologic study of Insects,
though of the first Importance to the
economic entomologist, Is to him only
the first step.

The life hlstoiy of a given pest
known, he alms to devise some means
to control It. Some of the achievements
In this line are, in a general way, well
known.

The Colorado potato-beetl- e Is practi-
cally under the thumb of parls green.
The coddllng-mot- whose larvae infest
our apples, Is readily controlled by
spraying tho trees 11 1th the same poison
at the proper stason. So with many
other pests of the farmer and fruit-
grower. Hut ns I'rof. Hlley estimates
that one-tent- h of our agricultural prod-
ucts Is annually ruined by Insects, It
Is evident that plenty of work remains
to be done In this direction.

The total annual loss from Insects In
the United States Is placed by the best
entomological authorities at about

As the entomologists of the va-
rious Slate agricultural experiment sta-
tions ami of the National Department
of Agriculture pursue their Investiga-
tions further this enormous loss will bo
greatly reduced.

When their labors become better
known and appreciated their opportuni-
ties for work, as well ns the means at
their disposal, will be Increased. Many
more hands and brains will be needed
to do the work, and young men and
women trained In entomology will be
called for us assistants.

Most of the Slates have now estab-
lished agricultural experiment stations,
and ot the majority of these an ento-
mologist Is busily at work on his spe-
cialty. Some of the agricultural colleges
give courses In economic entomology,
and ns the farmers learn to better ap-
preciate Its money value to them they
fill devote more nnd more time to Its
study.

The Implements needed for the collec-
tion nnd studi of Insects are few and
Inexpensive. Tor young persons whose
hapnliiess lies In outdoor life nnd fie
Minly of nature no department of nut-ur-

science offers a more Inviting und
promising field than applied entomology.

Strang Story of an Occurrence
Years Ag o In Baltimore.

"This story I have told but a few times
In my life,' said Ur. W. W. How an, a
member of the Colorado Governor's
stafT, and nlso n piomlnent physician
and surgeon of Ouray, Col , to a St,
Louis Republic reporter. The talk was
of ghosts, ghouls, etc , nnd drifted Into
the discussion of suspended animation.

"When I was attending the College of
Physicians and Kurgenns at Baltimore,
Md., we were formed Into cluhs of live
for the purpose of dissecting cadavers,
but our subjects were not such as we
desired.

"A lady of prominence In the city died
or was supposed to have dlod -- very

suddenly, and my club determined to
secure her body. Tho Interment took

"Tlio night was very cold Just such a
one as best suited the purpose of the
expedition. We secured the body, filled
up the ernve, and hurriedly drove back
to the college, where arrangaments hael
been made with the Janitor to receive It.

j "After warming ourselves by taking a'tiff bumper nil around we went to the
' dissecting room, Intending to put In a
good evening's work. The body, clothed
In rich ftnrments, was disrobed nnd laid
on tho disserting table. It was the most
beautiful specimen I ever saw. The
form wns Indeed perfect, and to me It
seemed a sacrilege to begin Its mutlla-- .

"With blue pnint tho lines were drawn
I upon the body, dividing It Into parts

which served ns guides to the scalpel.
