starred tn prison by tho Brooklyn Health
authorities.

ever, that It be had an order from Capt.
Eason ho would let tbo representatives of
"Tbo Evenlnir World" deliver tho food for
the unfortunates In his charge.

For two hours tho reporter searched In vain
for tbe power that In this astouudlng fashion
was depriving the btarvlng people In the
quarantined house of food.

capt. Eason was evidently close by, for
one officer, alter whispering with another,
went away and was back In tbreo minutes
with this announcement, delivered In a bull-
dog tonu of voice:

"Cnpu Eason says that nothln' Is to go
Into that house without an order from the
Health department."

Capt. lianan'a Action.
Nobody could be found at tbe Health De-

partment offices save a clerk, and flually.
when (.'apt. Eason was found, bo vociferated
this remarkable statement:

"1 don't lei anybody give out alms In my
preclnct If I can help It I"

Capt. Eason Insisted In one breath that tbe
people In tbo houso wnutoi for nothing, nnd
had so reported to mm.

In another he said that Scrgt. Harklns had
obtatued irom the people In the bouse Hits of

tuch things as they needed, and had ordered
tbe (roods from reputable, dealers In tbo
neighborhood.

"Hut here are the goods good corned
beet and bacon, eggs and bread and butter
and coffro nnd potatoes and mill: lor tho
babes and Ice for all, right nt tbe djor," pro-

tested the roporter.
" All we ask Is that your officers shall not

prevent us from delivering tbcm on tbe side-

walk where the people may como out end get
tbrm.
