HOW HE ESCAPED.

Tbo Btory as Told br tta Guards
on Duty.

It was on the mornlnr of April 21 that
the public was stnrtleil by the report of
the escape of tho two condemned mur--1

dorers, ltohle nntl l'alllster, from Sing
Blng Prlnoii.

Tile two prisoners bnd been confined
In tlielr ileiilh rolls, In company with
Carlyle V. llnrrls. John L,. Osmond and
Mlch.iel Oi'oKlii'Bun, In what was sup-
posed to lu tho most secure part of the
grunt pilsnn, hemmed In by boltB and
bars, Riirroundfil by hlnh walls, nnd
constantly Riiardeil by watchful keepers
within, whose orders were never to take
their eyes from the convicts.

In addition to this, according to the
prison regulations, tho death-hous- e was
Kunrded without by a corps of watchers,
us an additional safCKimrd to cut off any
possibility of escape for the prisoners.

Yet. In the face of all these precau-- 1

tlons, the two men succeeded In (jalnlnB
their liberty, In exactly what manner
may never be known, but the fact that
It was successfully accomplished makes
It one of the most dnrlng and notable
feats of ever recorded In
tho history of desperate criminals.

The two KU.irds who were on duty In-

side the denth-lious- e on the night of
April 20 were James W. Hulse and
John V. Murphy, and from these two
men alone has been learned the story of
the desperate escape of the murderers.
Thy could see very little of what was
irolng on from the cells In which they
had been locked up after they hnd been
overpowered by the liberated prisoners.

Of the milliner In which they escaped
from the closely guarded prison yard
the two Kiianls know nothlnK at all,
and so far us has been ascertained not '
a houl taw them after they had broken
their way throuKh the roof of the death-hous- e.

A terrific storm was raRlnc all that'
nlRht. The wind howled and shrieked
about the Wk buildings, and the rain
beat down In torrents upon the roofs
with a rumble and roar that deafenedevery other sound. It wns Just the nlnht
for such desperate work, and the twoescaping murderers had everythlnu In
their favor.

Hulse, the first of the guards, went on
duty In the ibath-lious- e nt ti.it) p. m.,
nnd he was to be Joined there by Murphy
at 9 1". M., after which both Ruards were
to remain on watch until 5.30 A. M.

Aci'onllnK to the siory told by Hulse, '

about 7 o't loi k ltohle complained to
him that he had been sick all day and'had had nolhlm; to en.;. He felt better'
and iiFked Hulse to warm a platter of,
meat and potatoes and some milk on
the Move In the death-hous-

llule was nbllKliiK and obeyed the re-
quest. When the supper was warmed
Hulse opened the door of ltohle s cell
and prepand to pai--s In lb pltiers.

Quick as 11 ll.inli Untile threw a hand-
ful of pepper or some other substance
In the ustonlshed KUard's eyes, llefore
Hulte could recover or cry out a hand
grasped his throut with a clasp like
Iron.

The murdered then released l'alllster,
and the iialr walked nbout the corridor
after asklns Osmond and Geouhcgan
If tlioy wanted their liberty. They re-
fused.

It was said that Harris was also
offered freedom, but this was afterwards
denied,

The two then lay In wait for Murphy,
due nt !) I. M.

Murphy arrived on lime. He knockednt the door It BWiinK open and was
quickly cloced behind him.

He turned to Kreet Hulse, but Instead
ho found himself looking Into the muz-zl- e

i'f a revolver held by 1'alllster, The(utter wns pale nnd determined.
Hp warned Murphy lhat an outcry on

bls part would mean Instant death,
V

and the Runrd sensibly accepted the
sltuntlon.

Murphy was then placed In l'alllster s
cell and locked up.

Armed with nn Iron bar, the mur-
derers brnko their way through the roof
and were soon nt liberty. Kxactly how
they koI nway from the prison has not
been learned.

The ,,.nipe was not discovered until
&40 the next morning. Hulse nnd Mur-
phy remained locked In tho cells nil
nlpiit.

As soon ns the discovery wns mnde
the keepers were relensed and Wnrden
Ilrown took steps to recapture 111"

escaped murdeters.
lie teleraphei ,1 brief siatrment of

the escape with a description of the
men to all the principal cities and
started nr Hied KU.irds through West- - I

Chester and Itorkland counties In track
the men.

The orders Issued to the guards were
to shoot on slKht. Iloth men wero des- -

perate and were well armed, they hav-
ing tnken the Rimnls' revolvers.

A boat, which wns stolen that nlsht,
wns found on the west bank of the
Hudson several days Inter.

It wi then questioned whether the
men hnd not eurcpoded In rroeslhK the
river despite the storm and made good
their escape.

MURDERED A POLICEMAN.

The Crime for Which Palllster Was
Condemned.

The murder of rroballnnnry Police-mn- n

Adam Knnn wns the crime for
which Thomas l'alllster was sentenced
to die In the electric chair.

No particularly revolting or brutnl
circumstances attended the murder. It
was rather the result of n drunken,
Infuriated fit nf passion.

l'alllster nnd his victim were entire
strangers to ench other. Two minutes
previous to the killing they hod never
met.

It was rather accident than design
that l'alllster did not kill Kane's cousin
at the same time that he stabbed the
officer. A slightly less deep cut and a
sllRhlly less vital spot pierced, was all
that saved a double murder.

It vas the night of April 30, 1SJ2,

Adam nnd Henry Kane stood at Sulli-
van and Oraml streets. Adam was a
policeman in his first or probationary
year, and he was receiving congratula- -
tlons on his appointment to the force.

I Presently a little party of men came
, around the corner. There was a col-

lision, some hnrsh words and then blows.
Palllster was knocked down.

Scrambling tv his feet, Palllster
rushed Into Ernest Rulckc's grocery
store, and seizing a cheese-knif- e that
Iny conveniently hnndy on the counter,
returned to the street.

With a hissed exclamation of "Now
I've got you!" the furious man rushed
Into the crowd again. He dashed Into
th3 crowd with the weapon he had se- -'

cured.
The little group separated quickly, but

not quickly enough for Henry Kane to
escape. He received several stab
wounds In various parts of bis body,
while his cousin, the new policeman, was
stabhed In the abdomen.

The two Knncs were tnken to St. Vin-
cent's

t

Hospital, where Adam died In a
few hours.

Palllster, who was a telegraph line-
man, and lived at 39 Carmine street, was
arrested. He was Indicted May 6 and
tried before Hecorder Smyth, In the
Court of General Sessions, his trial

Oct. 19, 1S02, and occupying three
days.

He was sentenced Nov. 4, 1892. to die In
the electrical chair nt Sing Sing during
the week beginning Dec. 12.

Palllster was held In the Tombs Prison,
however, on a stay of execution, pend-
ing an appeal of his case, which was
finally decided against him.

The strike
at the Adams silk mill was practically
ended

Four new qulllers applied for work .

and were nccepted. This furnished em-- ,
ployment for forty-fiv- e broad silk weav-
ers.

One of the two qulllers employed on
Saturday also returned to work
She snld the strikers Intimidated her so
that she was afraid to go to the mill
yesterday.

Supt. Locket said he would see to It
that no further Intimidation took place.

When operations were resumed at the
mill this afternoon there were only
seventy idle operatives, and most of
these will be nt work two
more qulllers having been engaged.

With eight qulllers at work the super-
intendent says the mill can go ahead
with very little difficulty, and the Idea
of closing the establishment has been
entirely abandoned.

The striking qulllers girls from thir-
teen to sixteen years old did not put
In an appearance at thu mill
One of them stated that there was no
break In their ranks, and that they
would seek employment elsewhere rather
than return to work in the Adams mill.
Kven If the advance asked for were
offered, then they would only return as
a body and ask for the discharge of the
"scabs," which Is the term by which
they angrily designate the girls who
took their places.
