Ho WantB a Share of His Father's
Big E'itate.

Disinherited Hocnuse or Ills Atttn-- N

tton to Sports.

Malcolm W. Ford, the champion ama-

teur nthlete, hns brought an action
against his brothers nnd sisters

' to obtnln a share In tho estate
of his fnth-ir- . the late Gor- -'

don I.. Ford, who disinherited Malcolm
In his will.

When tho will was rend nnd It was
found that Mulcolm had been cut off
with a rhllllng by bis father, his
brothers nnd sisters ngreed to give hhn
a share In the ornate If he would not

; contest the will. This agreement was
drawn up In the form of a contract, nnd
the prenent suit I" n friendly action
brought to obtain the fulfilment of the
the cuntract and the partition of the
property.

The first steps were tnken when Mnl-rol-

Ford obtained an order from Jus-
tice Ilartlett, of the Supiciiie Court, to
compel his brothers. Worthlngton C.
nnd Paul L. Ford, to appear in court
on Slay 27 and gtvp testimony as to
Hie value of the estate left by their
father. This is necessary In order that
the plaintiff may properly prepare his
complaint.

The other defendants In the action are
Mrs. Rosnlln (J. Burr. Mrs. Mabel Mayo
Smith. Mrs. Emllv 12. Skeel and Mrs.
Catherine G. Turle. It was stated at
the time of Mr. Ford's death that the
father had strongly disapproved of the
great Interest taken by his son In ath-
letics, and not being able to Induce Mal-
colm to give un his sports an estrange-
ment had followed which resulted In
Mnlcolm'a being disinherited. Tho re-
lations between the nthlete and the rest
of his family have always been pleasant.

Gordon Leslie Ford, the father of
Malcolm W. Ford, died on Nov. 14. 1S91.
He was a retired lawyer and lived at S7
Clark street. Brooklyn. The vnlue of
the estute which he left was estimated
o.t about J3,O00,O00.

In his will, after some rpeclal be-
quests to his two conn, Paul L. and
Worthlngton C. Ford, ho left the bulk
of his estate to Ills widow for her use
during her life, and nt her death to he
divided equally between his two so in
and four married daughters.

The name of Malcolm W. Ford was
not anywhere mentioned In the will.
Sir. Ford had disowned Malcolm and had
turned him out of his house Borne time
previous to his death.

One cause of the estrangement is said
to have been the rumpus which occurred
In athletic circles a few years ago over
the standing of Malcolm Ford as an
amateur athlete. Charges that he was a
Frofesslonal were pending against him

time, and he wns suspended
for awhile, but was afterwards rein-
stated.

At the time of his suspension nnd after
his reinstatement he was a member of
the Manhattan Athletic Club. For sev-
eral years he held the championship of
the United States as an nthlete.
