who have' held on to their certificates In the
vain hope that a favorable turn would come,
would bo cleaned out altogether.

Tbe bears brought tbelr battering rams to
bear against tbe stock right at tho start and
an excited throng gathered around the post
where the certificates are bougbt and sold.

Enormous transactions took place, and 1,1

and 16 were paid atone and the samn time.
At 13 tbe drop from Saturday night's price

was i per cent.
After the first rush to sell was over a

steadier feeling set In and the price gradually
worked back to 10.

The names of those who are said to have
withdrawn from tho Trust nro Woolver
Bros., representing tbe Groro and tbo
Union distilleries; E. S. Easton, of tbo
Msnbattau; John II. Francis, of tbe I'eorla,
and 11. and J. bchwabacher, of tbo Northern
Distilling company.

Advices from tho West state that theso men
are already In possession of tbelr plants. Mr.
Woolner Is credited with saying :

"Tbo principal reason wnyvie withdrew
wts because we have not received the
rentals for the ground upon which tne.--o

distilleries stand; On July 23, 1887, tho
vvooiner uroiuers- - manning company i

joined tbe Trust and leased It tbo
ground upon which tho Grove and Union
Distilleries stood for a period of twenly-tlv-e
years. We received our rental all rtgntfor
the first five years, but since July, van, we
have not received a cent.

'as trustee for Woolner Brothers I bave
consulted the best legal talent In Chlcacn
and Peoria, and upon the advice of these at-
torneys and on account of the present con-

dition of tne Trust I bave taken this step and
assumed possession of both houses as trus-
tee."

These houses were to hate been closed by
tbe Trust on June 1. according to statements
recently made by officials of the companies.

Tbe action of tbe Woolners and others rc--!
vlved the talk auout a receivership, but It Is
difficult, II lint Impossible, to say what the
next move will be. i

It Is common talk that some of tbe direc-
tors are nosvl.y short of tbe, stock and are
taking these means of covering up at lowest
possible prices.
