Preliminaries of the Customs In-

quiry Settled This Morning.

Proceedings Will Hegln To.Morrow
t the liarge Ofllce.

There wni a stir this morning at tho
Custom-Hous- The Falrchlld Commlvslnu,
as It ts now popularly known, which has
been appointed by Secretary Carlisle to
make a thorough Investigation ot all tho
branches of the Customs sorvlcs at this port,
has at last settled down to its work.

The first session was called for o o'clock
this morning, and at that hour two of the
members ot the committee were already on
band. Thoy were Danlol
Uagone, and Polndexter
Dunn, of Arkansas.

They arrived at the custom. Itouso about a
quarter of an hour betoro the appointed tlmo.
and had taken possession ot the Deputy's
room In the east corridor, adjoining the
rotunda, which bas been set apart for tho
Commission during the Investigation.

With them was Wallace MncFarlanc, the
New York lawyer, who Is to be
Mr. Falrchlld's right-han- d man and win at-
tend to many ot the details of the work of
the Investigation, especially In the solving ot
legal questions that may arise.

Mr. Falrchlld himself did not arrive until
after 0 o'clock. It is not the custom ot the

The Huperlutcndent of the asylum Is
Dr. W. E. Sylvester, who for ten years
was In charge of the Wlllard Insane
Asylum nt Ovid, N. V.

The Commissioners enn only Inves-
tigate the conduct of Dr. Sylvester, not
tho nets of his subordinates, owing to
an net of the Legislature, which was
Intended to make the heads of asy-
lums responsible to the different Char-
ities and Correction Departments.
