WILL WIBBER BE DEPOSED ?

Fears That His Alleged Insubor-

dination May Eesult Seriously.

A Prlett Saya the Charres Are With-
out Foundation.

SOUTH ORANGE, N. J., May here

Is a growing apprehension In
Catholic circles that the recent visit of
Tapal Delegate Satolll to Hobokcn will
prove the source ot serious disturbances
in the Church.

The fear has already been expressed
that America will see the unprecedented
snectacle of a Bishop of the Catholic
Church being disciplined for insubord-
ination.

This fear has received wide currency
from the unequivocal assertion of Hew
Father Corrlgan, of the Catholic Church
ot Our Lady of Grace, in Hoboken,
thatBishop Wlftper, of Newark, was di-
rectly responsible for the circulation of
adverse criticisms upon .Mgr. Satolll dur-
ing the latter's visit in Hoboken.

At first it was given out that these
criticisms, together with stories of gen-
eral opposition by the clergy of the
Newark diocese to the Papal Delegate,
had been sent forth by Rev. Fathers
Corr, Kecley and FInnegan, ot Jersey
City.

Father Cortgan, when iuestlpned about
these priests' conectlon with the stric-
tures, replied: "They are too small fry
to be considered. The man who Is really
responsible for the discourtesy to the
Popes's representative here is Bishop
Wlgger,, of Newark. It was he who
inspired the show of hostility to Mgr.
Satolll, and I am confident he will be
made to answer for thlB notion."

Bishop Wlgger has) been on a tour of
visitation through his diocese since last
Sunday, and Is to-d- at Dover, N. J.
He has systematically declined to ex-
press himself It any way on this sub-
ject.

A priest who entoys the confidence of
the Bishop told an "Evening World"
reporter this morning at Seton Hall,
Bishop Wigger's residence, that there
was absolutely no foundation for Father
Corrlgan's charges. The very fact
that Bishop Wlgger hastened to the
I'aaslonlsts' Monastery in West Hobo-
ken to pay his respects to Mgr. SutollI
upon the latter's arrival there shows
there was no animosity in his mind.

"Why, It Is entirely out of keeping
with Bishop Wigger"s character to in-

cite Insubordination. He's a strict dis-
ciplinarian and kind hearted, but never-
theless exacts unquestioning obedience
from his subordinates. How could he
ever hope to be obeyed unless he him-
self set the example of obedience to the
Holy See or Its representative, fMgr.
Satolll?

"Whatever, opposition there was," con-
tinued the priest, "was directed en-
tirely against Father Corrigan. Bishop
Wlgger knows well enough that the
llrst word of disrespect shown against
the ApoBtolic Delegate might be visited
upon his own1 head in a most summary
manner."

"What could be done to the Bishop
If It were shown on Investigation that
he had been guilty of tho charges
made by Father Corrigan?"

"Well," replied the priest, "there has
been no precedent established In this
country as yet, but I think it safe to
Say that the Bishop would rbe deposed.

"This whole story of Bishop Wlgger's
opposition to the Papal Delegate is
nothing more nor less than the fig-
ment of a Jealous man's brain. We
who dally associate with the Bishop
know positively that even If It were
not entirely foreign to his nature to
be disrespectful to authority, he under-
stands too well the power, with which
Mgr. Satolll Is Invested to trifle with It.

"I am quite sure," concluded the
priest, "that Mgr. Satolll understands
perfectly' that there Is no truth In all
these charges ot Insubordination."

Rev. Father Corr. of St. Bridget's
Church, who was said to be prostrated
by nervousness over his alleged connec-
tion with the matter. Is ill with a
chronic disease. He denies that he Is
In any way concerned in the contro-versy.
