$250,000 SAVED FROM THIEVES.

Attempt to Loot th Swiss Pavilion
at tba Fair Discovered.

CHICAGO, May 24. A carefully planned plot
to loot tho Jewelry and watcbos exhibited hy
tho Bwlsa section of Mannfacturora' Hall has
born frustrated by th Beers t Service men at
tho World's Fair;
