Threo Brooklyn Lads Drowned

While Out Boating.

A Slack Tovr.Llne Ospslzed Their
Overloaded lloat.

The Brooklyn police are this morning
looking for the bodies of Kred XIcGIb-ne-

iigeil It, of 153 Hudson avenue:
Thomas O'Brien, aged 0, of 151 Hudson
nvenue, nnd Thomas Klllnsky, aged 9,

of 20 Hudson avenue, Brooklyn. The
boys were drowned In the Kast River
off tho Navy Ynrd, late yesterday after-
noon.

About 4 o'clock yesterdny afternoon
Thomns and Fred McGlbney, O'Brien
and Kallnsky hired n small rowbont of
Patrick Crawford, foot ot Little ttrcet,
Brooklyn. Crawford toltl tho boys to
keep near the shore, and they promised
they would.

The boys rowed up the river a short
' way and took aboard John Tnrsnrt,
aged 11, of rJ2 York street; William
Henderson, aged 12, of 101 Hudson ave-
nue, and Thomas Hemstead, aged 11,

of 2o."i Water street. This mode seven
small boys In a boat with a capacity
for only four, and the gunwales were
lowered almost to the water's edge.

The boys continued to row up the
river against the tide until opposite Cob
Dock, Navy Yard, when they turned ln
townrds the shore.

The tugboat O. B. CofTln passed the
boys with several canalboats In tow.
The tug and Its tow were moving with
the tide. The tow line was slack nnd
under wnter. '

;

The boys tried to force their little
craft through the space between the
tug and the canal-boitt- When they
were over the line, the tug started for-- I
ward at a little higher rate of speed,

i which made the line taut. As It stralght-fene- d

out It raised tho little craft con-- I
tulnlng the seven boys nnd capsized her.

Thomas MKllbncy and Henderson
! clung to the boat. The other boys were
swept away. The tug-bo- Mead picked
up Ilemsted nnd Tnggart. and the two
boys on the boat. The other boys wcrei
drowned.

At noon y nil efforts to recover
I the bodies of the lost boys had proved

unsuccessful.

At the close of the proceeding'" yes-
terday .Mrs. C'hnse Inadvertently walked
out with the crowd, supposing that a
deputy Hherlff wns at her tide or close
by to escort her to the Tombs, She
walked down to the llrst floor nnd
waited for several minutes fur tho olll-cl-

escort, nnd llnnlly concluded that
the deputy sheriff had forgotten her.

An excellent opportunity was ulforded
her to escape had she desired, but It
seems she was loath to Improve It, ntul
waited patiently for fifteen minutes,
when finally the deputy sheriff vim whs
assigned to look after her came down-
stairs and escorted her to the Tombs,
where she was locked up for the night,

Sheriff Ciorman could not be seen this
morning, but It Is said that lie will
call the deputy to answer for IiIh neglect
of duty.

The trial was resumed this morning.
Dr. Snnnders, who was called In to

attend the girl nt Dr. (.'huso's house on
Keb. 5. was recalled to the stand as
the first witness.

On his examination yesterday after-- 'noon, he testified that he did not
think Margaret Manzonl was mentally
competent to make a rntionnl dying
statement to her mother previous to her
death.
