He went to his denth nt
the word of command, unquestioning,
but not unreasoning. Success In battle
depended as much. If not more, on the
courage nnd coolness of the men In the
ranks than on the ability of the leader."

This tribute Is well deserved, nnd Is
the more pleasing as It comes from the
lips of a soldier. Mr. Cummlngs re-

counted the services of Private Mc-

Donald; how he was but seventeen
years of nge when he enlisted for the
war; how he had shared the dangers
nnd the glory of the New Jersey brigade
until, near the close of the struggle,
Blckness and a broken constitution drove
him from the army, then barely In his
manhood.

All honor to the heroes of the musket,
the men who did the fighting. Let us
glorify tho names of our great Gen-
erals, but let us not overlook the de-
voted patriots who gave up their lives
for the Union, and whose names are
burled In their grave. All honor to
Private McDonald.

DR. POTTER'S TRIAL

Written Charges Will Be Heard by
tbe Church Committee.

The first formal action In the trial
