WILl DO T PARK DAMAGE.

Crowds Will Trample Flowers and
Grass at the Seventh's Review.

Tits Infanta's Pretence Iusurei th
Attendance of Thoutanda.

AHhoneh there Is a great deal of
public disapproval of the Park Board's
action In granting the Seventh Regi-
ment the privilege of parading In Cen-
tral Park, Mayor Ollroy said y

that he heartily approved of the
course.

"There la no reason," said the Mayor
"why the Seventh should not be allow-
ed to use the sheep fold as a parade
ground. While there will undoubtedly
be a great crowd In the Park, there la
no question about the Park police be-

ing able to handle It so that there
be no damage done.

"On Memorial Day there was a big
crowd there and the grass did not suf-
fer. There has never been an occa-nlo- n

of u great crowd there when the
police were not able to keep the peo-
ple within bounds.

"This Is no ordinary occasion, and
the privilege was allowed the Seventh
out nf compliment to the Princess
Kulalln. It need not establish a pre-
cedent."

Park Commissioner Tappen had a talk
with the Mayor on the subject thla
forenoon. Mr. Tappen afterwards
bald :

i " The terms of the charter provide
thut there shall be no parades within
the park boundaries, unless the Park
Commissioners consent to It.

" The Hoard has given Its permission
after due consideration."

The view taken of the matter by theMayor and the Park Hoard does not
seem to be upheld- by the facts. When
the same privilege was accorded the
Seventh Regiment twenty years ago,
when the Memorial monument was ded-
icated on the West Drive, It took sev-
eral years to repair the damage done to
the lawns and flower-bed- s which were
overrun by the crowds.

The Interest displayed by the public
In the Infanta's movements up to this
time is a pretty sure sign that fully ahundred thousand people will be on
hand next Saturday afternoon when Eu-lal-

reviews the regiment, and It In
douhtful If the crowd can be handled
in the way Mayor Ollroy thinks It can.
