The vinegar may bo concocted at
home by laying a bunchot tetragon herbs In
wine vinegar, to which bey Impart not only
a taste but a faint and .xqulslte aroma; or
tbe preparation may bo loujht outright at
any large grocery shop.

twocuptulsol sugart add the grated rtnd
and the Juice of a lemon, somo grted nutmeg
and enough wine or brandy to favor. Any
other flavoring may bo used latoadoftho
brandy. Ita liquid sauce is pretrred, boll
two-thir- of a pint or water, tblcajn It with
two or three spoonfuls or flour mtxa smooth
with a little water, and add this tithe nrst
Ingredients.

short handle of which hangs a larfie and

feet In circumference and will cost from
$5 to 119, according to the amount ot
gilt In Its composition. It preferred,
