If the Individual be
dead, no such elTect will be produced
by the application of a ligature. If
during life a clean nnd bright needle
be thrust Into the muscles of the body
Ihe steel rapidly rusts on being with-
drawn, After de.all no such oxidation
takes place. It Is said. However, the

nil y of this latter lest is disputed.
One of the most familiar methods of
determining absence of life Is that of
producing n blister by heat, as with n
Marie of a candle. If the skin beneath
and around the blister becomes red. the
Individual lives, otherwise, be Is dead.
One of the most reliable testa of this
iuc3tlon is made by holding the hand
of the supposed cadaver bet wren the
eve and the light of n candle or lamp.

A QUEER PIECE OF IRON.

In Co'oradu.

"In the Fall of 1SS6 I was sent from an
Hastern fl'tn to Colorado to superintend
the erection of a sawmill to replace an
old one which was destroyed by lire,"
sas i writer In the Cincinnati Tribune.

"Kvery thins: went on nicely, and the
mill was In running order In about two
weeks, with the exception ot a counter-
shaft to run the planer and matcher,
which was missing. To send to the fac-
tory would take not less than two weeks,
and we came to the conclusion to
cut a piece off the old line shaft and
Urn ll up ourselves, as we hiul an old
lathe standing next to the boiler and
enidne.

"The weather of the last month was
dry and v ry warm, but at sunset that
day a heavy snowstorm set In, and tho
thermometer dropped to zero. The nextmorning we sent our engineer to get one
of these old line shafts, but found them
covered with snow and Ice.. At last ho
succeeded In getting hold of a piece
about eight feet long. It measures)
about two Inches In dlumeter, somewhat
thicker In the centre, and tapered at one
end. We needed only five feet, eo we
sent for a sledge ami chisel to cut off
the right 'eTigth. One stroke, and off flew
thli thin part.

"I told the men this kind of iron wouldnot do, but the engineer said all Iron
would break like this In rero weather;
It soon would be all right If It came
Into the lathe next the Roller. Wc,l,po on. the.i, nnd show us what you can
do with It,' said I. He took the shaftover to th.. vlre and centred same,
from there to the lathe, put the steadyrest In posliloi., and tried to turn it toth right el if but all In Tain. As 1 s Idabove, the athe was legated near tneboiler, a warm place; the Ice had mel.eilduilng the time, and the s uft g t so.terand softer, und the tool would not cutat all
