Jesse Johnson's office this mora-

ine to file their protest against what
they call the Infamous gerrymander of
Kings County contained In the report
of the reapportionment of the county,
adopted by the Board of Supervisors
yesterday.

They are mad over the boundaries of
the Sixteenth District In particular. ,

The members of several Republican
organisations. Including the Union
League Club, have asked Mr. Johnson to
consider tha advisability of bringing
another action against the Supervisors
with a view to having them punished for
alleged contempt of court. They claimed
this morning that the admonitions of the
Court of Appeals were to properly divide
the districts for the benefit of all cltl.
rns Irrespective of politics.

Mr. Johnson, it is said, will at once
begin summary action In the matter
In behalf of the Republicans.

Lawyer Johnson, alter consulting with
some prominent Republicans and Inde-
pendent this morning. Issued the follow-
ing statement:

I hardly know whether to be angry
or amused at this business. A body of
riunty legislators, charged with a high
constitutional duty relating to the suf-
frages of citizens, because they had per-- '
frmed It so indecently and grossly thst
their performance was
under a mandamus of the Court met yes-
terday and assum:d to obey the com- -
mand by hastily adopting a lot of reso- -'

lutlons. which they had never read,
which It a not possible for them to
understand. ,

"The method of the business was se-- I
crecy. We asked a hearing, not a Indi-
viduals, but an representatives of athat had Been wronged and de-
frauded.

"We asked that the hearing should behad alter the plans that we knew were
being secretly prepared were ready, so
that we could have an opportunity to
examine them before their adoption.

"Instead, they gave us the privilege
of talking to two good-nature- d but very
ancient members of the Committee, and
the most Important part of our speechtas the request to see the plans. But It
n&s made a party matter.

"The party leaders were drawn In, and
the order given was to so divide the dis-
trict that what had been gained In the
courts should be given back in the Board
of Supervisors.

"They have disobeyed the court, and
made themselves liable to Its punish-
ments The command of the court was
to make he districts equal In popula-
tion, as near as attainable, and whenthey disregarded ward lines there was
no need to make Inequalities of 10,000
reputation.

'The Slrtcn th District (Republican)
stretches fiom the Eastern Districtiay north of Fulton avenue to Coney
Island Point a single district reaching
almost three-quarte- across the county
In Its longest direction. It la not a

r. but a numb-be- ll district.
"On one end are Flatlands and Grave-Mn- d

On the other end are the Twcnty-fourt- n

and a large part of the Twenty-fift- h
Ward, and between them, and theironly connection together. Is a narrow

slice, a single election district of tlio
Twenty-slxt- S Ward

"They were commanded to make each
district of continuous and convenientterritory. If a dumb-be- ll district like
that Is convenient and continuous, then
nhat Is not convenient ar I continuous?' I am amazed that gentlemen suppos-
ed to value the good opinion of their
fellow citizens should be encased In
such shameless and open Jugglery with
the dearest and most sacred rights ofcitizenship The first gerrjmandcr
might be deemed casual, but It made
Kliiirs County unenvlahly conspicuous;
the last one. as It were, with maliciousprepense and forethought. Again, and
more than before, It maltes Kings Coun-
ty prominent before all the counties In
tiie 8tate.

"I think prompt measures will be-
taken to test this apportion-
ment to see whether or not the Super-
visors have obeyed the order of the
Court."

SAY.THE SUIT IS FRAUDULENT.

Mrs. Stage Wonts $50,000 Dam-

ages for Alleged Injuriec.

Wltnass Bptacer Tell How tha Case
Wat Worked Up.

Trial was resumed y In the Cir-
cuit Court, Brooklyn, of the Joint suits
brought by Carrie and Samuel Stage
against Adam NlbUnger, Charles H.
Stadler and George F. Nledtlrger, roalt-rter- s,

of 40$ Cast Forty-sevent- h street,
of New York.

Mrs. Stage sues to recover 30,000 dam-
ages for personal Injuries, and her hus-
band asks K.500 for loss of her eervices
and J8JB0 for medical services.

The plaintiffs allege that on May 10,

HM, Mrs. Stage was sea.ed In her hus-

band s carriage while he went Into a
store on Broadvsav, near Park avenue.
A heavy truck, owned by the defend-
ants, she alleges, came along at a break-
neck pace and dashed Into her wagon

The vehicle was smashed, and Mrs.
Stage was throvn to the street. Mrs.
Stage claims that she was badly In-

jured about th" head, right arm, hip
and spinal column.

The defense Is a general ldenlal of
the alleged lnjudle, and that the suit
is fraudulent.

There were many outbreaks between
counsel engaged in the case, during the
process of the trial In opening
the case for the defendant, the lawyers
said that It would be shown that it was
Impossible for the wagon to have run
along the street as It carried H.0OO pounds
of malt. He also said that within a few
weeks physicians had examined Mrs
Stage, and reported that her condition
did not Indicate that she was suffering
from her alleged Injuries.

' I object to part of the counsel's state-men- ,"

said Dalley. counsel for
the plaintiff "He said that we objected
to their doctor examining the woman.
That statement Is false and the counsel
knew It to b fals "

Justice Kellogg ordered the law vers to
go on with the case.

William A. Spencer, of 98 Cooper street,
was called to the stand He formerly
lived In the house occupied by the
Stage family. On the day of the ace --

dnt he rame home at 5 M o clock. HLs
wife told him about the accident.

He saw Mrs Stage In th basement.
There were several persons present, and
he had a conversation with hr. Noth-
ing was said about her suffering from
pain or Injuries. That evening fie met
a man named Cohen, who I said to be
attached to Lawver Daisy's office. He
wanted to see Mr. and Mrs. Stage.

Spencer accompanied them to their
apartments. Cohen Introduced himself,
and said he had railed to see nbput the
accident. Mrs. Stage cstne In during
the evening and remained In, the room
until a late hour. Cohen said he, had
all the wltnefees ready to sustain an
action.

"We've won a good many cases,"
Spencer declared Cohen said, "and we ve
never lost one of them. We had one
case where a woman slipped on an Iron
railing and skinned her ankle, and we
got R0O0 or 112,000 for It."

'lhere was some conversation about
taking the case on shares, Cohen, In
the presence of the witness, said:

"Now, we don't want any other doc-
tors In the case, so don't let anybody
else see the woman."

Mrs. Stage was around the house tho
day following, and about ten daysiafter-ward- s

there was some talk about plac-
ing hert In, a nlastr Jacket. n July
4 she'watched the children set off fire-- I
works.

During the time Spencer was testify-
ing Dalley raised objections u
some of the testimony being admlttrt.
Angry words were exchanged between
DaUey and Uawycr Quggenhelmer, and
the former appealed to the Court.

"I do not want to be dressed down by
Mr. Guggenhelmer," he said.

Continuing, Spencer said that Mrs
Stage never wnlkod and acted as she
had In the court room. Two or three
weeks ago Spencer said be saw Mrs.
Stage leavo the court room and go
shopping, while her nusband left her
and went home.

Masorta at tha Point of Dtath In

the Beney Uospital.'

Ioremo Masorta, an Italian, of 522

President street, Drooklyn, was lying
at the point Of death In the Seney
Hospital, Brooklyn, thla morning with
a bullet hole through his right breast.

He was shot last ntght In a duel with
Andrew Beruccl, of f29 Carroll street
Masorta and Beruccl have been fast
friends tor years. Both men have been
e'mployed In Lane's shoe factory, at
Sterling place and Fifth aveune.

They quarrelled about two weeks ago
becausa one said the other did not have
as good food to eat au his fr.end.

A week later thv quarrelled in the
shop over the excellence of their work.They agreed to fight tho matter out
vesterday, and last evening Beruccl
with his wife and family, a stand
In front of his, house.

Masorta soon afterwtrds came along
with his wife and children

When the men saw each other Ber-
uccl ordered his family Into the house.
Masorta told his wife to go home.

As the men advanced towards each
other Matorta drew a long knife anddug Its point Into Beruccfe nead At
the same time Beruccl attempted to
draw a heavy revolver from his hip
pocket.

Masorta piled his knife, while Beruccl
tugged at his pistol. At last he got It
free and fired the ball passing through
Masorta's chest

As the man dropped to the ground
his wife rushed to his prostrate form
and screamed and cried bitterly.

Beruccl was losing blood rapidly from
three cuts In the head.

Roundsman Rogers, of the Tenth Pre
clnct, put both of the dulllsts under
arrest and railed an ambulance from
the Seney Hospital.

As Beruccl's wounds were not seri-
ous he was taken to the station-hous-
