SWEATERS FILLED THE BUILDING.

The ground floor and basement of the
building wero used ns a stable by Zip-per- t,

the soda-wat- man.
In the five floors above the stable were

"sweater" shops. II. Schlevlck's shop
was on the second floor,

On the third was A. Decker; on the
fourth, M. Sllvcrsteln; on the fifth, J.

ICatzman, and on the top, Morris
Nathlnson.

Katzman's shop had been closed for
two months, work only being resumed
yesterday.

IOADINO TOE PUD INTO IN AHSDMNCI.

Just where the Are broke out Is a
disputed point.

The flames spread with frightful
rapidity, so fast, in fnct, that those
who reached the and
tumbled or Jumped Into the street were
all more oi less badly burned.

A bov named Michael McLaughlin,
who works In a saloon on the corner,
was the first to see the flames from tho
street.

He ran around to tho quarters of En-
gine Company IB, In Gouverneur street,
and gave the alarm.

About the same time some one pulled
the box at the corner of Henty and
Oouverneur streets. When the firemen
got there the two lop floors of the fac-
tory were ablaze.

Second and third alarms were quickly
sent out. The balconies at
every story were crowded with men
and women, who wero struggling with
each other to escape.

Smoke was pouring from the windows
and halt choked them.

The most Intense excitement prevailed
In the vicinity and the neighboring
streets were blocked with crowds num-
bering 15,010 or 20,000.

All the police reserves wore called
out from the Madison mid Eldridge
street statlonu, and they had the great-ei- t

difficulty In keeping the multitudes
back from tho sceno of the disaster.

CRIES OF THE PANIC-STRICKE-

The cries of the panic stricken men
and women could bo heard two blocks
away. Those who took to the fire es-

capes crawled down the Iron ladders to
tho balcony at the second story.

The ladder reaching to the sidewalk
had not been lowered, and the fire escape
was so full of people that It could not
be ut In position.

A .lumber of men and women dropped
thruugh the opening In the balcony and
fell Into the horse run of the stable
which leads down Into the basement
from the sidewalk.

Others sprang from the e

to the street.
Policeman James Cronla, of the Madl- -

son street station, who was one of the
first on the scene, says that when ho
got there one of the men and the
woman wero lying dead In front of the
building.

There were at least ten persons on
tho balcony at the second clory, and
Cronln says they Jumped down. He
cnught four of them and broke their
fall.

One was the girl Augusta Augustonsky.
Sho sprang from the second story
balcony.

FIREMEN'S HARD WORK.
The flro had spread so rapidly and

burned so fiercely that the firemen could
do little towards saving the unfortunate

victims.
An eye witness said that the flames at

first burned out of the two top stories,
and suddenly, without any warnlng.leaped
out of the windows at the second and
third floors, completely enveloping those
who wore huddled on the at
these stories.

This caused them to Jump, and they
landed in the street, some escaping
with slight bruises and others receiving
fatal Injuries.

Borne of those who fell through the
opening In the balcony struck the sharp
spikes ot an Iron railing in front of the
horse run of the stable.

The bodies of the man and woman
were carried over to the corner, where
they were covered up with a blanket.
The other man was still alive when
picked up, but he died In Halpern's sa-
loon on the corner, where he had been
taken In, In a few minutes.

He told the bartender before he died
that he worked on a machine, and was
married, but he died before he could tell
his name. Later he was Identified as
Mendelssohn.

The Injured were carried Into a drug
store on the corner until the ambulance
took them away.

Tho police had hard work to keep back
the crowds, among whom were men
and women who had relatives working
In the sweat shops. They wrung thlr
hands and cried plteously for their
friends.
MAY CAUSE MRS. ALTER'H DEATH.

Next door to the burned building, at 8
Montgomery street, lives Solomon Alter,
who owned Nos. 10 and 12. He and his'
son Mark were among the first to rush
to tho rescue of the Imprisoned people,
and they assisted a number to get down
tho

Mrs. Alter, who has been an Invalid
some time, was so wrought up and

by thj shrieks and screams of
the people In the burning building that
she had one fainting spell after an-
other.

Her husband was called from the
scene of the fire to her bedside, and
physicians were hurriedly summoned.

The verdict of the doctors was that
the excitement would probably cause
Mis. Alter's death.

Whlla the tire and the excitement
were at their height a number df ghouls
broke through the flro lines In the rear
and entered the burning building and
Mr. Alter's house In soarch of plunder.

Mr. Alter subsequently reported to
the police that his house had been
robbed of a quantity of silverware.

Among the silverware taken were six
silver candlesticks and several articles
of Jewelry. Young Mark Alter Insists
that no one but firemen entered the
house.

i CHEERED FOR HIS RESCUE.
Young Alter saved a woman who was

about to throw herself from the
on the first floor by lifting her

from the window sill to an adjoining
brick wall, which ran close to the side
of the burning building.

The crowd below cheered the heroic
act.

The firemen carried out a number of
persons In an unconscious condition.

At 11 o'clock, however, the firemen had
twice searched the building, and then in-

sisted that there were no more bodies
Inside.

A PECULIAR ACCIDENT.
After the fire had been placed entirely

under control a peculiar accident oc-

curred. In which Police Capt. Stephenson
had a narrow escape from Injury.

A policeman was leaning against a
telegraph pole at the southeast corner
of Montgomery and Honry streets.

Suddenly the pole snapped in two
and fell with a terrific crash across
Montgomery street, barely missing Capt.
Stephenson in its descent.

The pole was found to have been
rotten all the way through.

HOSPITAL BURGEONS BUSY.
Almost the entire hotpttal staff was

called from Gouverneur Hospital to at-
tend the injured.

Dr. Trimble, the house surgeon, was In
charge. Be was assisted by Surgeons
Thomas, Jamai, Rogers and Robertson.

When the ambulances containing the
Injured were driven to tho hospitals the
surgeons went there, and then Dm, Levi
and Martris, who live In the neighbor-
hood, took a hand in caring for the In-

jured left behind.
Many of the occupants of the build-

ing escaped with only slight hurts.
Charles F. Nelson, the steward of

Oouverneur Hospital, rendered almost
as good service a some of the surgical
staff.

At least ten people who Called to have
wounds bandaged were treated by him,
and he performed tho task with the
skill and rapidity of a practised sur-
geon.

He has been In the hospital six years,
and his experience stood him well this
morning.

Samuel Grocopp, one of the injured at
Gouverneur Hospital, was removed to
Bellevue this afternoon, and Morris
8legel was sent home.

Dr. Trimble said at 2 o'clock this after-
noon that Nathlnson and his daughter
would undoubtedly die before night.

Deputy Coroner Conway reached the
scene soon after ambulance calls had
been sent out, and he took charge of
the bodies of the dead.

WHERE THE FIRE STARTED.
Fire Marshal Mitchel, who arrived on

the scene shortly after the alarms had
been turned in, made a careful Investi-
gation of the building. He said that
the blaze undoubtedly started In the
room where the pumping engine Is lo-

cated.
This room Is not more than four feet

square, and Is directly under the wooden
staircase by which the flames shot up
to the other floors.

The room Is fenced off by a wooden
partition from the express stable, and
their Is neither tin nor any other kind
ot sheeting that would serve to hold
the fire In check.

Tho engineer and Janitor ot the build-
ing Is Jacob Greenfield, ot 127 Henry
street, who told an "Evening World"
reporter that the engine had ceased
running at 10 o'clock last night, when
he left for home.

He arrived at the building again this
morning early to clean up, according
to custom. After a time he was Joined
by the owner of the building, and both
left the place at 8 o'clock exactly. Green-
field claims that there was no sign of
flro In the engine-roo- m then.

A few minutes later, however, the
flames seemed to spring from every
window at once. The scenes at the
Madison street station, where the bodies
of the dead had been taken, were heart-
rending. Men, women and children,
wringing their hands despairingly, surg-
ed In to see If tiny could Identify the
bodies. It required a whole platoon of
police to preservo any semblance of
order.

The body of Cella Davis was the first
to bo taken away to her Into home in
Suffolk street. The otheni wem taken
away later, Mr. Alter, the owner of
the building, paying the funeral ex-
penses.
