"OM Olory" Is flying from a thousand
housetops In the city of New York to-

day, and It ought to bo displayed
from every house In the land, for It la
Its birthday.

It was 11C years aco y that tha
Continental rona:rcsi adopted tho
Gtnrs and Stripes as the emblem of tho

' glorious union of f i oe States.
Appropriately tho day Is set apart In

the public schools of the country for
a, patriotic celebration, and It Is sufo
to s.iy that 100,C0u little nntlcs hae
declaimed the Glory of their native

r land from the school-roo- platform
and half a million "composi-

tion V have been written by as many
little hands.

The birthday of "O'd Cllois" was not

olisercd paitlcularly till the Centennial
ear. Slnco then tho Movement for

the celebration of tho diy has prown
In tho public school s items of tho
country.

Tor the past six years all the Hchocls
of Massachusetts devote (he day t
patriotic cxrelpes, and this year the
American Patriotic League under-
taken tho duty of mging upon nil
Americans to show their loe of country

As a result ot a circular address to
the country the Starn and Btrlpes arc
filing In the breeze tc-d- all over the
land from Maine to California.

The Major ordered the flags up on the
Cltv Hall, and the country's colors ore
dlsplasnd Bayly on tho Custom-Uous-
I'ost-OtTlc- liuicc Ofllce and every other
public building in the city.

There is singing of National songs,
recitations of patriotic poems, proces-
sions, presentations of flags and other
ceremonies calculated to quicken the
tnlnds of tha young folks to the glory
of the native land, and to stimulate
their love of country.

It bad been rumored thnt Durgoyne
was about to come over from Canada
to Invade the colonics The Congress
was In "eFsIini nt Philadelphia. 'I he re-

bellion hud been goln,r on for nearly a
jeir. Thu bold spirits of tho day felt
that lhe must do something to show
decisively that tho rebellion was In
earnest, and thnt tho colonies were

to bo free.
A rommlltr o, of which old John Adams
lie wis voung John Adams then was

ripoit on a suitable flag emblematical of
the nation vhlch they 'irmly believed

In a bluo Held, representing
a new constellation."

Iho tepoit was adopted unanimously
and u timplo flag of silk was made at

once for Consrresg. The number of
stripes was made to correspond with the
number of States, ond red, white ana
blue were chosen on account of the dis-
tinctiveness with, which they could be
teen nt a distance. Fifteen years later
the new Republic of France adopted the
same colors for Its flag. The red ws
declared to represent the blood .of pa-
triots, white the purity of patriotism and
bluo the smiles ot heaven.

Tho original idea of the American
patriots was that a new star nd a new
stripe might bo added to the flag for
each new State, admitted to the union,
and on Mny 1, 17.13. Kentucky and Ver-
mont hnvlng taken oa statehood, Sena,
tor Bradley, of the Green Mountain
State, offered a resolution adding two
stars and two b tripos to tho flag.

Rut Inter, as tho successors to the
Father ot the Republic began to realize
how much better they had bulldcd than
they know, nnd that In time the added
stripes would make tho flag cumbrous
and destroy Its symmetry, the stripes
were fixed forever nt thirteen, the field
was elongated, making It rectangular,
and It was orjalned thnt a new star
should shine on this field from tho
Fourth of July succeeding tho birth of
each new Ktntc.

On April 13, 1S1S, Cant. Reld, the naval
hero, having originated this Idea two
years before when Indiana entered the
sisterhood of Stntes. "Old Olory" was
hoisted over tho Hall of Representa-
tives, and It is still fljing, only Itsglory has been added to by the appopr-o- f

twenty-si- x new stars, twice theoriginal number, on Its field.
Tradition has It tnat tho bluo field

originally represented the weight of
aflllctkm that sui rounded tho thirteen
States In 1777, the endless circle of
stars sjmbollzlng the endless duration
of the union of States. The stripes nrc
said to have been adopted out of com-
pliment to New York and the DutchRepublic, tho change from tho Dutch
colors of orange, v hlte nnd blue being
made as u distinguishing differenceonly.

Paul Jones made the first public use
of the Hag, running It up to the mast-
head of the Ranker at Portsmouth anilputting out to sea with the stanch brig
to prove himself a terror to English
merchantmen.

The Stars and Stripes Is known the
