One of Dr. Griffin's subordinates vis-
ited the place, and after having the chil-
dren and Mrs. Kerrigan removed, fumi-
gated the house, but did not quarantine
It.

Some of tho neighbors say that for
o week previous to last Friday the Ker- -

Jflgan family was known to have small- -
pox, and the people refused to patronize
the same stores where the Kerrigans
went.

The Bonrd of Health was Ignorant of
the case.

Although the Kerrigan family were re-
moved on Friday, Sarah, who also had
the disease, was allowed to return yester-
day morning. Her return caused n good
deal of excitement and struck terror to
the heart of every mother In the street.

There are two fnmllles In Mr. Kerri-
gan's house, and his wife had employed
n number of girls to make dresses.
These girls were allowed to go to their
homes by the Health Board after hav-ln- e

their clothes disinfected.
Mr. Kerrigan was permitted to gonnfl

come at will. He did not have the dls- -
ease.

' The neighbors say that there was &
similar case on Dean street a short time
ago, where tho children were permitted to
mingle with their playmates before tho
time of contagion had expired.

The storekeepers In the neighborhood
of the Kerrigan house have felt tho

k neglect of Health Commissioner Griffin,
for the patronage of the family has
driven away customers. It Is said.

The neighborhood Is thickly populated,
with little children, who have been
playing on the carcass of the animal.

The few hours the sun was out yes-
terday almost rendered the fat on thn
dead animal's bones, and permeated tho
air In the radius of two blocks with tho
nauseating stench.

SAYS HE WIS I BlU ACTOR.

Milton Nobles's Defense to Walter
Fessler's Suit.

Wouldn't Accept Dismissal and n
Letter of KegreU

Milton Nobles, the n actor-manage- r,

was defendant In a suit tried
before Judge Clement, In the City Court,
Brooklyn, this morning In which Walter
Fesslcr, an actor, sought to recover
$445 for back salary

Fessler testified that on July 1, 18D0,

he made a contract with Nobles to play
Juvenile characters for a season of
thirty weeks between Sept. 1, 1KKI, and
May 1, 1891.

Two days after Christmas (1890) he
was discharged. He was hired to ap-
pear In Mr. Nobles's Plays. "Love and
Law," "Sire and Son," "Phoenix." and
other productions. His principal role
was that of Hamilton Manderlng In
"Sire and Son."

Nobles denied that he had broken his
contract. He cald Fesslcr was dis-
charged because he was Incompetent.

Nobles said he did not want to dis-
charge Fessler, but had sent n messen-
ger to ask him to resign, promising that
If he did so, he would give him a letter
of regret, so that his standing In tho
profession would not be Injured.

Fessler refused to resign, nnd said he
would sue If he was discharged.

Stage Manager Foran swore that Fess-
ler and another actor got Into a row In
a town In Texas about who was the bet-
ter nctor.

Fessler. said the witness, then admit-
ted that he was unable to play his part.

Fessler took the witness stand and de-

nied that he had ever made any such
statement.

The case will go to the Jury this after-
noon.

MOTHER AND GHILD POISONED.

Mrs. Berry Takes Paris Green

After Giving It to Her Boj.

Both Bald to De In Critical Con-

dition In Williamsburg.

A strange case of attempted murder
nnd suicide was reported to tho Brook-

lyn police to-d- by Dr. Dillon, of is:
North Sixth street, Williamsburg.

The doctor says that late lost night
Mrs. Catherine Maher, of 90 Berry
street, after administering Paris green
to her son Thomas, took a
dose of the poison herself.

After refusing to answer many ques-
tions Maher nnally consented to say
to an "Evening World" reporter that
he was chopping wood last night, and
that his wife took advantage of his
absence from the room to poison her-
self nnd the child. When asked why
she took the drug Maher expressed
Ignorance.

One of his friends said that the woman
and child were getting along nicely, and
that no harm had been done. The re-
porter was not permitted to see the
woman, however.

A woman tenant on one of the upper
floors, who was seen later, said that she
understood that the child waa dying, and
the mother was In a very serious condi-
tion.

Dr. Dillon was not at his office this
forenoon, and It was said that he would
not be back until late In the afternoon.

The police of the Fifth Precinct took
charge of the premises this forenoon.

Mil BE ANOTHER VICTIM.

A Montgomery Street Sweater
Reported Missing.

Funerals of Some of the Dead Held
This Afternoon.

The number of victims of the fire and
panic In the Montgomery street sweating
shops yesterday, may be Increased by
one.

Already the victims number five.Allce
Nathanson having died In the

Hospital last night. The death
of her father, Morris, was expected at
any time.

This morning It was reported that
Samuel Goldberg, of 11 Monroe street,
who was employed as a presser on the
third floor of the building, was miss-
ing, and his relatives believe his body
Is somewhere In the ruins.

He went to work yesterday morning,
and was In the building when the Are
broke out. He has not been seen
since.

The missing man's brother, Joseph,
made a tour of the hospitals this morn-
ing, but failed to find him.

At the Madison street station he was
told that his brother had probably gone
crazy from fright and wandered off, but
this theory was discredited by the rela-
tives.

Capt. Stevenson made another search
of the ruins this morning, but found no
bodies.

The funerals of Joseph Mendelssohn
and Klva Boox, two of the victims of
the fire, were held this afternoon from
David Reich's livery stable, GO Willet
street.

The bodies were removed from the
Madison street police station yesterday
afternoon, placed In Ice boxes over night
on the ground floor of the stable, and
this morning were laid In plain cheap
wooden cofilns for interment.

Neither of the men had any means,
and, so far as could be ascertained,
none of their friends or relatives was
able to bear the expense of burial.

The funerals were conducted under
the direction of the a,

a Hebrew charitable society, the head-
quarters of which are in Bayard street.

The street In the vicinity of the sta-
ble was crowded with people all this
morning, and Mr. Reich was com-
pelled to plnce a guard of three men
at the door to keep the crowd back.

The two cofilns were partially covered
with a black sheet, or pall, on which
was lettered In white the Insignia of
the Chcsed Chell-Ames- a.

Mr. Helen said to an " Evening
World " reporter that he took charge
of the bodies at the solicitation nnd
upon the assurance of Solomon Alter,
the owner of tha Montgomery street
building, that he would bear the ex-
penses.

This morning when called upon, ac-
cording to Mr. Reich. Alter even re-
fused to pay the small expense of
transfer and the cost of the Ice.

Both bodies were buried In a cemetery
on Staten Island, afld were followed to
the grave by several hundred people.

The funeral of Annie Katzan, the
sixteen-year-ol- d girl, who died yester-
day afternoon in Gouverneur Hospital
from her burns, was held from her
late home, 444 East Eighty-sevent- h

street.
Mr. Reich also conducted this funeral.

The body was interred in Washington
Cemetery on Long Island.

A sad Incident of the trnredy was the
finding of a receipt In the pockets of
the dead Klva Boox. He had paid fl3.CS
on a ticket which was to bring tils young
wife from Russia, ajid she was to come
out here next week. There was a new
gold watch In another pocket nnd J62.42,
a part of his earnings which he had kept
for her.

ASKED FOR S3.S00, GOT 54,000.

Chief Clerk Hudaon's Btory of How
Be Got His Increase.

The Biard of Estimate of Brooklyn
met at the City Hall this morning to

Neighbors Say the MoGrath Chil-

dren Were Shamefully Treatod,

The Dovs fitnrved and tbe Girls
Abused, It Is Alleged.

An awful ctory of a mother's depravity
nun Inhuman treatment of her chlldron
was brought to light In the Ilmler Htrcrt
Police Court, llrookbn, this morning,
v.hm Mrs. Mnry McClrnth. of "1 Vnn
Brunt street, was charged by Offlcor
Coschlna, of the Society for the Preven-
tion of Cruelty to Children, with starv-
ing her two boys, William, nged nine,
and Martin, aged four, and compelling
her two Unugliters, Viola, fifteen, am!
Bertha, fourteen, to lend Immoral lives.

The case win brought to the atten-
tion of the Society by Mrs. Delincy, aneighbor, who lives at 50 Degrnw street.
In the rear of the McGrnthn.

The neighbors say that William, the
eldest boy, was kept In the cellar nnd
almost starved to death. Martin, theyounger boy, wns Imprisoned In theyard, and lived on the refuse thrown
tu the chickens.

Both boys were often seen drinking
the water that was left by the dogs.

The father of the children did nothing
for a living, but Is snld to have existed
on the earnings of his dnughtern.

Mrs. McQrath was locked up In theAmity street police station, pending an
examination.

The children were taken by the Soci-
ety for the Prevention of Cruelty to
Children.

When brought to the office on Scher-mertior- n

street, the boys were In an
awful condition. They were almost alive
with vermin, and had worn the same
clothes for nearly a yenr. They could
not remember whent hey hnd had a bath.

McGrath has not yet been arrested.
He called at the Society odlce y

nnd said there waa not any truth In the
stories. But Officer Coschlna has the
testimony of the neighbors. He has been
working Ave months on the case.

FATHER DENT'S ADMISSION.

Letter Froduoed in Which He

Said He Had Done Wrong.

Canon Law with Regard to the Case
Explained.

The suit of Father Francis Dent for
reinstatement In the Order of St, Fran-
cis, and for $50,000 damages for expelling
him from his community, was contin-
ued before Justice Cullen In the Circuit
Court, Brooklyn, this morning.

The first witness was Father Charles
D. Van Zannl, formerly of Brooklyn,
who Identified a letter written to him by
Father Dent while at St Isidore, Italy,
In which the writer admitted he had
done wrong, was sorry for It, and was
going into retreat In a monastery inTuscany.

Rsv. Htnry A. Bran, pastor of St.Agnes's Church, New York, was called
by the defendant as an expert on com-
mon law.

"What rights has an expelled monk?"
he was asked.

"No rights whatever, unless he doespenance," was the reply.
Father Dent would not let the an-swer go until Dr. Bran backed It up by

reading from Relffensteul, the acknowl-edge laws of the Church.
"What becomes of an expelled monk?"".,'" u"der the control of the Bishop

Our New Fleet as Vlewod from a
British Btandpotnt.

How far the naval renaissance of the
United States results from uny convic-
tion on the part of the people that war-
ships are required, or appeals to na-
tional sentiment promoted by the ship-
building Interest, says the London
Standard, Is not worth Inquiry.
