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GOODS UNDERVALUED.

Importer Riohardaon So Testifies

to the Oommission.

Inspector Wiswell Acoused of Sus-

picious Performances.

Goods Deolared Damaged Found to
Be Perfectly Good.

The customs Investigation went on
again this morning at the Barge Offlce.

Falrchlld has not yet re-

sumed to town, and Mr. Magone presided
as usual, and his colleagues, Mr. Dunn
and Mr. Macfarlane, were present.

The Commission had at last secured
as a witness Briton Richardson, Secre-
tary of the Silk Association, and he was
put on the stand at the opening of the
bearing.

Mr. Itlchardson stated that, he had
been engaged In the silk business for
about forty years. He had read the
charges printed In the Dry-Goo- Chron-
icle, ana that he had a number of
documents and correspondence relating
to the alleged undervaluations of Japan-
ese silks by J. R. Simon & Co.

The Increase In the Importations of
these goods, he said, began to attract
attention In the Bring of 1891 of all the
merchants In the trade, as well as the
low price at which they were sold by
J. U. Simon & Co.

Mr. Richardson had figured out that
from Jan. 1 to July 1. 1891, their firm
had imported 112,000 dozen silk handker-
chiefs, which' was a tremendous In-

crease over their former Importations..
As showing how this had affected trade

the witness read a letter from a Chicago
salesman Inclosing a sample of one of
these handkerchiefs, which, he said,
were selling there at (3.50 a dozen. This,
he said, had demoralized the trade there.

In May Mr. Richardson said he visited
Assistant Appraiser Corbett. at the Pub-
lic Stores, and called his attention to
these facts. President Cheney, of the
Silk Association, was with him.

They', saw the. goods, and while they
were in conversation Examiner Wiswell
came In.

" Wiswell asked If we had seen- - the
Japanese Fan Company's goods, and
when we said we had not Mr. Corbett
asked him to go out and get a sample.

"He was gone so long," said the wit-
ness, "that we stepped out Into the
next room to see what rad become of
him. He had a pteci! of silk goods be-
fore him on the table, and he cut a strip
off w hlch he gave us as a sample of the
Fan Company's goods."

It was found afterwards that this was
not a sample of the Fan Company's
goodi, but from some other Invoice.

When questioned about the Simon In-
voices, wiswell said that the goods,
that had been valued so low were dam-
aged.

"We asked to see these goods," said
Mr. Richardson, "and when the case
was opened we found that there was
no damage at nil. Afterwards more
cases were ordered Into the Public
Stores at our request by Assistant Ap-
praiser Corbett. All were the goods of
blmon & Co., Including seven Invoices
or forty-tw- o cases. Only a few of these
eases had been examined by Wiswell.
and In only two cases were they dam-
aged to any extent."

After this Wiswell was suspended, and
an Investigation wns mide by Special
Agent McCoy. Mr. Richardson said that
McCoy avoided him while he was In New
York making the Investigation, and the
witness said he had been Informed that
McCoy was nn old chum of Wlswell's,
which explained the favorable report
made by McCoy In the case.

Mr. Itlchardson then produced some
correspondence between New York mer-
chants and their acents In China and
Japnn, In which the latter called atten-
tion to the heavy shipments of silk
goods from those countries to the firm
of J, n, Simon & Co., In which the goods
were entered nt a very low price.

In one of these letters It was charged
specifically that the goods were being
undenalued In the Invoices, ns the
? rices declared were very much lower
nan those at which the goods could lie

bought at wholesale In any part of
China or Japan.

It v.ns said that letters were fre-
quently sent with these Invoices by
merchants In the foreign ports stating
hat the goods had leen sold to the Im-

porting firm nt less than the market
V'Tiie because they were damaged.

Often these letters, came from the
Vnltcrt Sutes Consul's office at the
Port of shipment, and In this way thegoods were passed at the Invoice price
when they reached the United Slatesporti.

Apprlaser Cooper that J. R. Simon &
Co. 8 invoices of silks had been under-
valued from 10 to 30 per cent.

He said that ln concequence of many
complaints, made by merchants and lm,
porters, that the low- - priced goods on
the market had been traced to J, R.
Blmon & Co. He had carefully gone
over the Invoice of this firm, and by a
comparison with Invoices of other Im-
porters of the same class of goods he
found, he said, that Simon & Co.'a In-

voices had uniformly passed without
advance, while those of other firms
had been advanced ln many cases.

Since the Commlslon had been ln ses-
sion he had examined a great many
more of these Invoices, and the results
of the comparison he had scheduled
with great detail.

The report was submitted to the Com-
mission.

The under valuations of Simons
Co. as compared with the Invoice prices
of other firms Importing the same class
of goods, was shown by the flguqres
supmltted to range from 6 to 25 per
cent., and Involved a loss of many
thousands of dollars to the Government.

The total loss was estimated at
on all the Invoices examined.

Mr. Corbett said he was not aware
of these dlBcrepencles until he went
over the Invoices of Simon & Co., and
compared them with others after Ex-
aminer Wiswell had been suspended.

Mr. Corpett was then examined ln re-
gard to the methods of doing business ln
his division.

THE FORD'S THEATRE INQUEST.

Coroner Patterson Takes It Up
Small Attendance and No Sensation.

WASHINGTON, June 15. In accord-
ance with the decision of Chief Justice
Bingham yesterday, Dr. Patterson, the
Coroner of the District, began a new
Inquest this morning over the remains
of the victims of Friday's disaster.

There was a smaller attendance than
on previous days at Wtllard's Hall,
where the Inquest was held, because
most of Col. Alnsworth's uninjured
subordinates were at their desks ln the
new quarters secured for them.

Interest ln the session of this morn-
ing centered In the belief that Col.
Alnsworth would be present to Insist
that he had a right to appear, but the
crowd was disappointed. R. Ross
Perry, Col. Alnsworth's attorney,

whose attempt to address the Deputy
Coroner during the session on Monday,
precipitated the outbreak against his
client, was ln the hall a few minutes
before the Inquest began, but he with-
drew before Coroner Patterson rapped
the jury to order.

The proceedings were devoid of sen-
sational character, the evidence being
directed exclusively to ascertaining

tho cause of the building's collapse.

EULALIE RETURNS

"Duchess de Montpensler" is the title
by which the Infanta Eulalla will be
known on her return to this city from

The Princess will be the guest of Mr.

The news that the royal lady Intended
to assume the title of the Duchess of
Montpensler created no surprise here.

Sentences of tbe French Panama
Canal Prisoners Quashed.

M. Eiffel Walks Out Charles de

Lesseps Too III to Go.

Court of Cassation Says the Statute
of Iilmltatloas Covers the Oases.

PARIS, June 16. Considerable excite-
ment has been caused by the de-

cision of the Court of Cassation on the
appeal of Charles de Lesseps and the
other defendants convicted of fraud ln
connection with the Panama Canal Com-
pany. The Court handed down Its de-

cision quashing the sentences on
he ground that the Statute of Limitations
covered the offenses charged, and that
the Indictment on which the prisoners
were tried was Irregular.

In consequence of this decision, M,
Eiffel was at once liberated from prison,
M, Charles de Lesseps, who Is ln the St.
Louis Hospital, suffering with an acute
attack of dyspepsia, was Informed that
he was at liberty, but he was too 111 to
leave the hospital.

There were five defendants convicted
on the trial, which ended on Feb. 9. last.
These were Ferdinand de Lesseps, his
son, Charles, Marlus Fontane, Henri
Cottn and Gustave Eiffel.

Ferdinand de Lesseps was sentenced
to five years' Imprisonment and to pay
a fine of 5,000 francs; Charles de Les-
seps, five years' Imprisonment and 3,000
francs fine; Marlus Fontane, two years'
Imprisonment and 3,000 francs fine;
Henri Cottu, two years' Imprisonment
and 3,000 francs fine, and Gustave Eiffel,
two years' imprisonment and 20.000
francs fine.

Ferdinand de Lesseps, who la very
old and HI, was not Imprisoned, but the
other convicted men were taken to Jail.

The prisoners appealed from the sen-
tences on the ground that the acts
alleged to have been of a criminal char-
acter had been committed more than
three years btfore the proceedings
against them had been instituted, and
that the lapse of time under the law
of prescription relieved the defendants
from liability to punishment

With the sustaining of this appeal
ends one of the greatest criminal cases
France has ever known. In which thenames of men prominent ln political andsocial, life t. badly-- . aoArched andwhich caused one man Baron de Reln-ae- h

to commit suicide, and two or
three others to flee the country.

THE DEFENSE OPENS.

After Anothor Heavy Blow to the
Borden Proseoution.

District-Attorney- 's Prussic Acid Evi-

dence Rejectod To-Da- y.

One More Hatchet Found Which
May Havo to Do With the Case.

NEW BEDFORD, June 15.-- The tenth
day of the Borden murder trial opened
hot, with a big crowd In attendance.
Miss Borden was overwhelmed with
floral offerings this morning, and ap--

' pearcd ln excellent spirits, desplto the
seeming disheartening significance of
yesterday's proceedings, when the Jus- -

tlces decided tentatively to admit the
Government's testimony concerning the
prisoner's attempt to purchase prussic
acid.

Preliminary evidence wa introduced
this morning under objections and ex-

ceptions.
Charles H. Law ton, druggist, testified

that he knew of no other than medi-

cinal purposes for which prussic acid Is

used.
Daniel Hathaway, analytical chemist,

said it was unsuitable for cleansing
furs and very volatile, while Dr. Dolan
said that Its vapor was very polsonouB.

Prasalc Ac.'d Pvlrience Reectrd.
After consultation, the Justices, at

10.20, announced that the preliminary
evidence did not come up to proffer,
and excluded the evidence of attempted
purchaces of prussic acid.

After the Introduction of exhibits, at
10.25. the Commonwealth rested Its case
and a recess for fifteen minutes was
taken.

During the recess the prisoner talked
earnestly with Mrs. Fessenden, of Bos-
ton, the first lady who has spoken to
her ln the court-roo-

The Hales) Opens.
At 10.30 the jury filed Into their places

again. Counsel for the defense were all
ready to begin the presentation of their
side of the case, and Mr, Jennings be-

came their spokesman. He said:
"One of the victims of this murder was

a personal friend, and I had known him
since a boy, and If I become more af-
fected than would seem natural. It must
be ascribed to this feeling. A lawyer
does not cease ever to be a man.

"The brutal character of the wounds
were only equalled by the time and
place of the murders. I don't propose
to go Into detail about the character of
those wounds, but you know what they
were. The person who was arretted for
doing the deed was the youngest daugh-
ter of one of the victims. Up to that
time she wns of spotless character and
reputation, and had moved In and out
of that house for twenty-on- e years, with
her mother and father and sister.

" We shall show you that this young
woman led a spotles life, was Interest-
ed ln religious and charitable work, and
yet, for some reason, tho Government
aeemed to have fastened the crime upon
her. There Is always an outcry for
some one to be punished for such a
crime, but we want the guilty punished,
not the Innocent."

The prisoner sat with her face burled
In her handkerchief during her counsel's
plea.

After distinguishing circumstantial
from direct evidence, and Illustrating
tho dangerous character of circumstan-
tial evidence, Mr, Jennings said every
link In the Government's chain of evi-
dence must be proved beyond a reason-
able doubt, Including motive, weapon,
exclusive opportunity and Intent.

The defense would show relations be-

tween the father and daughter which
excluded a motive for her killing him,
and the motive to kill the mother alone
would not be enough, for the Govern-
ment claimed that the same person
killed both.

Mr. Jennings claimed that Ihe weapon
had not been connected with the de-

fendant. Evidence of exclusive oppor-
tunity would be negatived by showing
that other people were around at tho
time of the murder; that others entered
the barn before the officer who testi-
fied that Its floor was covered with
dust, and that the burned dress was
covered with paint and was not worn
on the day of the murder.

Mr. Jennings closed his nddross at 11.30

and Mary A. Durfec was called. Mr.
Jennings conducted the direct examina-
tion.

The witness, Durfe, not being ready
when called, Martha Chngnon wns put
on the stnnd. Sho testltled that at 11

o'clock on the night before the murder
she nrurd a noise like the pounding on
wood In the direction of the Borden
fence. It continued for five minutes. She
made no lnestlgatlon. "

Mrs. Chagnon confirmed her step-
daughter's testimony about the noise.

first thought It sounded
like a dog.

John W. Grouard testified that he
painted the Borden house In May, 1893,

and he thought that the prisoner was
In the vicinity of the paint tubs.

The Court excluded the evidence that
the fnll before the murder Mrs. Durfee
saw an angry discussion between Mr,
Borden and a stranger.

The handle was weather-beate- n and
the blade covered with rust. Some of
the particles of rust being removed, a
slight coloring of gilt was disclosed,
which would either Indicate that the
hatchet was at one time used as an
ornament or wns quite new when lost
or discarded.

The Monmouth left for Sandy Hook
nt 4 30 this morning, with a big cargo,
but no passengers.

Capt. Martin, of the Monmouth, said
the tramp steamship had no right to be
lying at anchor where the collision oc-
curred.

Thick banks of fog, which overlay the
rhers and bay early this morning, ren-
dered navigation perilous tn the extreme.
The fog was especially thick at 6 o'clock,
and It did not begin to disappear until
two hours later.

It was very thick in the Sound, and
extended along a great portion of the
Atlantic coast and far out to sea. No

easels were reported at Sandy Hook up
to noon The North German
Lloyd steamer Spree, which crossed the
bar at midnight, came to anchor ln the
lower bay, and did not reach Quarantine
until nearly 10 o'clock this morning.

All the Sound steamers were from six
to seven hours late ln reaching their
piers.

CITY OF RICHMOND BEACHED.

The Steamer Struck: the Rocks Off
Sands Point.

POUT WASHINGTON, L. L, June 16.-- The

steamer City of Richmond Is lying
here on the beach.

During the dense fog at 8 o'clock this
morning the City of Richmond ran on
the rocks off BnndB Point.

When the vessel struck the rocks the
captain realised for the first time that
he was out of his reckoning. He then
headed the boat for the shore, and ran
her upon the beach.

There were no passengers ibonrd at
the time. The steamer was on her wny
to New York to take a load of excur-
sionists.

No one but the captain and crew was
aboard.

The City of Richmond has live feet of
water ln her hold. She la resting on the
bottom, and Is In no Immediate dan-
ger. The extent of her Injuries Is not
yet known.

Sands Point Is a very dangerous reef,
running far out Into the water, which
was shallow. There Is a lighthouse on
the point, but It wax probubly not lighted
at II o'clock this morning The light Is
generally put out at daKght

The City of Richmond belongs In New
Ixindon, Conn. She left .New London last
nlht on her trip to New York. Her
present owners bought her about a week

The steamer has only been In the New
York harbor a few times. On this nc-- I

count her captain may not hve been
familiar with the reef at Sands Point.

Another City of Richmond came to
grief some months ago nt her pier In
the Bant River. She was burned almost
tn the water's edge, and one life wns
lost The hull wns bought by John II,
htarln, who rebuilt her. She Is now ln
the harbor under a different name.

The Committee' in Session To-D- ay

Behind Closed Doors,

Another meeting of the Clearlng-Hous- e

Committee of the Associated Banks of
this city Is being held y behind
closed doors.

About the only topic of discussion In
Wall Btreet y was the meeting of
the Clearlng-Hous- e Committee of the
Associated Banks of this city, held yes-
terday. Those who attended the confer-
ence refuse to tall:, except to the extent
of acknowledging that the financial situ-
ation was discussed at length.

It Is, however, believed In high quar-
ters that the Committee made the pre-
liminary arrangements for an Issue of
Clearlng-Hous- e certificates.

The same policy was pursued In 1890,
when the market collapsed under the
weight of the Baring Brothers' failure; In
May, 1SS4, when the famous money panic
occurred, and In the financial upheaval
In 1873. In all these cases the step ac-
complished all Its promoters could have
hoped for.

11 appears now that the banks In-

tend to prepare themselves beforehand
by perfecting the machinery whereby
trouble can be lessened If It should hap-
pen to appear In the banking commu-
nity.

It may be well to add that the Clearlng--

House certificates pass to and fro
between the banks Just the same as
money In closing up dally balances.
This avoids the use of lust so much
legal tenders, and Is really expanding
the currency at a time when credits
are being contracted.

The unexpectedly heavy shipments to
Cnlcago nnd elsewhere and the with-
drawals by savings banks, who are
wisely strengthening themselves, doubt-
less Impelled the Clearlng-Hous- e Com-
mittee to take up the question of an
Issue of certificates.
