When the conductor returned to the car
the passenger wasn't there. The conduc-
tor turned In the money to the Superin-
tendent of the road, and later was ar-

rested.
Street railway patrons who hove been

made nervous by the nonchalance and
dllatorlousness of conductors In the mat-

ter of making change will smile with
satisfaction over the llrooklyn arrest. A
nervous man who hands over a five-doll-

bill to a conductor nnd sees that Im-

portant functionary walk away without
a word of explanation, nnd then pass
In and out of the car and hop off the
front platform and climb on agnln, all
the time not looking In the direction of
the owner of the hill, and seemingly do-

ing his best to forget the latter's exist-
ence, soon works himself up Into a.
frightful state ot mind, and often there
are hard words between him and the
conductor.

It la a wonder that there Is not moro
trouble over changing five-doll- bills In
street cara than there Is. As for

bills, they atwaya cause a dis-

turbance. The conductor delights In
making life miserable for the man who
hands him a large bill out of which to
take a nickel fare. He will not only
keep the man waiting a long time for
his change, but will scour the car sev-

eral times for pennies, and when the
passenger gets his t. or (9.95, It Is usu-
ally In coppers and chicken feed. Swear-
ing does not assuage the passenger's

VIKING SHIP COMES NEXT.

Tto Arrangement! for tho Recep-
tion Almost Completed.

While the arrangsments for the recep-
tion of the Viking ship and her captain
and crew have not as yet been fully
completed, the city's committee was able

y to give out a greater part of the
programme.

The Viking ship will leave Newport to-

morrow evening In tow of a New York
tug, which will bring the queer-lookin- g

craft through the Sound, reaching City
Island early Saturday morning.

The Viking will' anchor there, and will
get ready for the official reception, which
will take place about noon on Saturday.

A steamboat chartered by the city's
committee will leave the foot of Thirty-fourt- h

street. North River, at 11 o'clock.
The several Norwegian societies have
churterwl boats, which will leave New
York and Brooklyn about the same time.

The monitor Mlantonomoh, commanded
by Admiral nenham, will join the fleet
In the East River, and the flotilla will
later be Joined by yachts from the New
York, Corinthian and Seawanhaka Yacht
Clubs.

When the fleet arrives at City Island
the monitor will fire a salute. The
Viking's officers und crow will then be
received on board the Committee's boat.
Speeches will be made by Prof. II, II,
Uoyesen, Joseph H. Choate and others.

After luncheon, the flotilla will escort
the Viking to her nnchorago off Thirty-fourt- h

street or Ninety-sixt- h street, as
Cant Andersen elects.
