Her balr and
eyes are black, and she appears to be
a woman of education and refinement,
and was neatly attired In a black silk
dress.

She is an orphan and lived with an
uncle at No. 6 Lexington avenue when
Mr. Scheyer met her. He was a widower
with filve children, one of whom was
married. The wedding took place at the
residence of the uncle on Feb. 16, last,
The ceremmmy was performed by the
Rev. Mr. Schwab.

They went on a three days' wedding
trip to Philadelphia, and returned to
Mr. Scheyer's resldence on Madison
avenue, where they lived together four
weeks, when Mra. Scheyer says her
husband forced her to leave. She has
been staying with her uncle sinee.
