which would cost J75 or wo.

As he was a little short of money the
proprietor woull lie asked to advance
him a little, and he. being such a good
tenant, they gladly did so.

In instance he left the satchel
and the brass watch ns security.

tern women were victimized in sums
r.uiKlm; from SL'n to Jail in lhat man-
ner, and he might be plying the same
business now but that he ran foul of
the central Office detectives.

When accusers nnd accused faced the
Jury this morning Lawyer Emmanuel
Friend begged that policemen be detail-
ed to protect, the prisoner, as severnl
attempts hail been made by the women
to assault him.
