Senator Jacob A. Cantor's law firm of
Cnntor, Llnson & Van Schalck, of New
York, and Sheriff John Courtney, of
Kings County, were charged this morn-
ing with contempt of Court In the Su-

preme Court, Brooklyn.
The motion to punish them for con-

tempt was made by Lawyers D. D.
Thompson nnd Willie m Van Wyck be-

fore Justice Pratt.
Councellors Thompson and VanWyck

appeared ln behalf of Harry Phillips,
an auctioneer, of 817 Broadway, New
York, who lives at 26 Decatur street.Brooklyn.

The present proceeding has a history.
On June 3, 182, It is alleged that Phil- -

lips borrowed $1,2110 from Mrs. Edith T.
Horton, giving two promissory notes,
amounting to 11,600, nnd shares In some
Mexican mining companies as collateral.

Phillips says thnt In March last Van
Schalck. of Mr. Cantor's firm, wrote him

' a letter, threatening to arrest him if he
did not pay the notes.

Mre. Phillips says that, fearing Van
Schalck would carry out his threat, she
mortgaged her household goods to the
vsliie of $15,000 to ratlsfy Van Schalck
and save her husband from the shame
attending arrest.

Early in June she brought a suit to
prevent the execution of the mortgage,
and Justice Pratt Issued an Injunction
restraining Mrs. Horton and Sonvor
Cantor's firm fr im sTrlng Mrs. Phillips's
goods.

Mr. Phillips alleges that despite Jus-

Another London Unfortunate
Found with Her Throat Gut.

Her Late Companions Believe the
" Ripper" Has Resumed.

Murderer Frightened Away Itefore
tbe Oodj Was Mutilated

LONDON, June 26. The ' ul crimes
of "Jack the Ripper" were again called
to mind last night by a murder that
was committed In Rotherhlthe, a su-

burb a short distance to the southeast
of London.

The body of a woman belonging to
the unfortunate class was found with
the throat cut. the wound showing that
the knife had been used from left to
right, as was the case In all the mur-
ders committed by the Ripper In the
Whltechapel district of London.

Persona In the street at the late hour
at which the murder was done state that
they heard a woman scream two or
three times. They ran ln the direc-
tion from which the sounds came, and
found the woman lying on the pave-
ment with the blood streaming from an
awful gash In her throat. She was un-

conscious when found and died In a few
minutes afterwards.

The police were promptly on the
scene, having been attracted by the
screaming, but the murderer had ef-

fected his escape, leaving not the slight-
est clue to his Identity.

The degraded women of Rotherhlthe
are panic-stricke- The body of the
dead woman was not mutilated In the
manner that characterized the crimes
of "Jnck the Ripper," but It Is thought
that the assassin may have been fright-
ened away before he had time to muti-
late the body. The police are searching
among the friends of the dead woman
for a possible clue to the murderer.

They do not believe that "Jack the
Ripper" has commenced operations
again, but think the crime was due to
jealousy o: to a drunken quarrol bctwen
the woman and some man whose ac-

quaintance she had made on the s;rcts.

"Jack the Ripper" has given London
a long rest.

The last murder attributed to him
was committed Aug. 7, 1891. The vic-
tim was Mary Woolfe, aged seventy
years. She was No. 13. assuming that
the murders were all the "Ripper's"
work.

If victim Is another of
"Jack's," she makes the fourteenth on
the list. It will be remembered that the
legend "Fifteen before I surrender"
was chalked over the body of the
fourth victim.

"Ja-k- " began his bloody work ln
April. 18SS. The following Is a generally
accepted list of his victims:

1. Smith. Emma Elisabeth, found April
3, 1S8S, with a stake or Iron Instrument
thrust through her body, near Osborn
street, Whltechapel.

2. Turner, Martha, found Aug. 7. 1RSS.

stabbed In thirty-tw- o places, probably
with a bayonet.

3. Nichols, Polly, found Aug. 31, head
nearly severed from body.

4. Chapman, Annie, found Sept. 8, hor-rlbl- v

carved.
t. Voun woman, near Newcastle-upon-Tyn-

found Sept. 23. slashed as were the
others.

6. Stride. Elizabeth, found Sept. 3n,

hotly warm when found, but mutilated

She Sued for $230,000 for flrr
I errllile lujurlas.

In nil probability next week will sea
Mrs. Homer R. Baldwin In possession
of 110,000 In cash, which the New York
Central and Hudson Itlver Railroad
Company has agreed to pay her In set-
tlement for the terrible Injuries she re-
ceived In the railway disaster at Hast-
ings, Christmas evening, 1891.

This Is said to be the largest sura
of money ever paid to a single Individ'
ual by a railroad company ln settlement
for damages. The allegation that Mrs.
Baldwin was travelling upon a pass
makes the railroad's action all the
more Interesting.

With her husband, another gentleman,
her mother-ln-ln- and her sister-in-law- ,

Miss Klennor Baldwin, Mrs.
was on her way to Niagara Falls to
spend Christmas. The merry party oc-- "

rupled one of the sleepers on the ed

Niagara express.
The young man who accompanied the

party and Miss Baldwin were almoat In-
stantly killed, the elder Mrs. Baldwin
died In the Von Iters Hospital from her
Injuries and Mrs. Homer R. Baldwin
lay at the point ot death for many
weeks.

Before the accident Mra. Baldwin,
who was twenty-al- x years old. waa is
beautiful woman. She emerged frpm
the hospital with her life. It Is true, but
her face was terribly scarred, her hair
was gone, her eyesight completely de-
stroyed, one ear was entirely missing
and only part of the other remained,
while one hand was entirely amputate!
at the wrist, and only the thumb re-
mained on the other.

Despite her terrible affliction, Mrs.
Hnldwin is still bright and cheerful.
With her husband, who is connected
with the Hazard Powder Company, and
Is a member of the Seventh Regiment,
she resides In Yonkers, where she is
greatly lieloved by many acquaintances.

She has a lovely home, which Is the
scene of frequent afternoon teas end
similar little society events, of which
she is the enlivening spirit. A browa
wig and green goggles partially con-
ceal the evidences of her terrible In-

juries.
Last week, Tuesday, Mrs. Baldwin

drove down to the city to appear as a
witness In the JSSO.'HXl damage suit which
she brought against the Central-Hudso- n

Company, through her lawyers, Joseph
H. Cboate and A. B. Carrington, but
her presence was not needed.

A rumor had long been current that
the Ituilroad Company.

out of court, on the ground that Mrs.
Baldwin was riding on a Iiaas, not her

own. and was, therefore, a trespasser,
would never permit the case to go be-

fore the Jury, for fear that Mrs. Bald-
win's appearance alone would promptly
secure her a verdict for the full amount
claimed.

Had Mrs. Baldwin secured a &5O.O0O

verdict, It was her intention to estab-
lish a home for maimed women. This
she abandoned, however, when her law
yers told her that the Railroad Com-
pany had made overtures to settle for
ICu.UOO ln cash.

Mrs. Baldwin concerned, her lawyers
consulted with General Counsel Frank
I.oomls, of the Central road, and the
result was that when the case was
called before Justice Barrett. In Supreme
Court. Lawyer Austin O. Fox, for ths
Company, announced that a settlement
had been effected.
