Cloves

The clove of commerce Is the dried,
unexpanded flower of & beautiful, aro.
matle green tree, suppored to have been
orlginally produced exclusively on the
Moluccas or Clove Islands, but now
Inrgely cultivated on all the neighboring
Islands, also In FPenang, Zanzibar and
the West Indles. In Zanzibar and other
porte on «ne east coast of Afriea, the
flower buds are gathered as soon as they
luse their green color and turn red.
They are dried by exposure to the sun.
Thus, without further process, they ac-
quire the brown color which we see, The
finest cloves come from Penang, and
contuln large yellow heads, with thick
bodles, full of oll. The elove tres usu-
nlly begins to yleld at the age of six
yemin, and bears semi-annual crops—
June and December. The average crop
of the clove tree may be estimated at
about five pounds, though varylng con-
slderably in different years, localities and
species,

Ladies who do a great deal of sewing
frequently suffer a great deal from sore-
ness of the mouth and lips, and are
often at a loss to ascertain the cadse of
the trouble, Half the time It Is slmply
the result of blilng off thread Instead of
uning a pair of shears for cutting. In
the case of silk thread the danger I
quite marked, because It In usual to soak
the thread in acetate of lead, partly to
harden it and give It & good surface, and
aino, perhaps, to Increase its welght
somewhat, If this practice is followed
regularly and very much sllk thread is
used the results may be quite serious
and even lead to blood-polsoning.
