HIIEII BIDS Is ADIEU.

The Duoal Party Sails on La

Bretagne This Morning.

Other I'aencer( on the Big Fleet
of Ocean Steamships.

In a haxe so thick that a knife would
cut It, the French steamship La llre-tagn-

with the Duke of Veragua on
board, left her dock In the North River
at a little after t o'clock this morning
and picked her way slowly down the
bay to sea.

The weather was almost a unpleasant
as that which the descendant of Colum-

bus met on his arrival. Then It rained
In torrents.

Owing lo the early sailing of the
steamship, tho Duke's departure was
not marked by any demonsiratlon. Only
the men who cast off the hawsers were
on the pier.

Th Duke of Veragua and his party
went on board the Bretugne shortly af-

ter midnight this morning. Tha Duke
paid off his social obligations yesterday,
and th last function he attended In

America waa the dinner given In his
honor at the Hotel Waldorf last evening
by Mr. Boldt, to which only a few In-

timate friends of Veragua were Invited.
Aftc the dinner the Duke and his

party entered cnrrlagcs and were driven
to th. pier at the foot of Christopher
stieet.

The party boarded the eteamshlp o

quietly that many persons who were on
the pier waiting to catch a last glimpse
of the distinguished Spaniard did not
recognise him.

The baggage, consisting of Juet ninety-tw- o

trunks, had been .owed away in
the afternoon.

The Duke had secured the rooms Noe.
28, 32 and !li for himself and the

uirhess
Tho apartments are amidships, and

are the best on the ship.
This was the Duke's party, a given

on the passenger list: Duke de Veragua
and vuiet. Duchess de Veragua and
maid, Marquis de Barboles, Miss Maria
del 1'llar Colon y Agullera, Mr. Cristo-
bal Co'on y Agullera, Mr. Carlos Agull-
era, .Mr. Pedro Colon y Hertodano, Miss
Catarlna Moorman.

The Duke de Veragua has contributed
to the July number of the North Ameri-

can Review, out "The Family
of Columbus," an article In which he
describes the family from the time of
the great discoverer down to the pres-

ent In a way that I Interesting because
of its tone of Intimacy.

The titles of nobility enjoyed by the
descendants of Columbus, Bays the Duke,
were not given a a reward for his

but a a cnmpenatlon for the
neglect which he euffered. He had a
solemn agreement with the Sovereigns
of Europe a to hi reward. He was to

have one-tent- h of the revenues derived
from the Indies, the title of Admiral
and "Adelantado Mayor," but the agree-

ment was never kept, and he died In

IMiverty and sorrow.
Ills son, Don Diego, did not receive

ihese titles, but his grandson, Don Luis,
who was Cardinal Uarcla de Louisa,

an eBtate of twenty-fiv- e iquars
leagues on the coast of Veragua, and
property, cattle and land In La egu,
San Domingo, with the titles of Duke of
5 eragua and La Vega. The properly
was taken away again before his death
and Don Luis received the Island of
lamalca Instead.

When Jamaica waa ceded to Lngland
in 1713 the deHiendants of loliim
uas were deprived of all rights In
he Western continent, having left only

;ne honorary titles of Admiral and
Adelantado Mayor" of the Indies, Duke

.f Veragua nnd of La Vega anil Mar-lul- s

of Jamaica, for the maintenance
.f which a certain revenue was nllotled
to the whole family. As tho family

In aucceudlng generations thr
inure of each member of the family be-

anie smaller and smaller.
Don 1'edro, who succeeded his father,

daiiuiio Columbus, rendeied conspicu-
ous services lo the tlovernment, and
ibis, In a measure, rehabilitated the fam-
ily mime and honors, and he was dlstln--.iisl.e- l

by the Order of the Gulden
fleece.

Duke de Veragua concludes his article
by modestly disclaiming uny personal
merit or vunlty, Buying: ,

"In 1H67 It was cny lot to succeed
Hon I'edro through the Bud privilege uf
inheritance and to receive in my perBon
the honors paid to the name of Columbus
in commemoration of the discovery of
Anierlcu.

"To these mysterloua workings of
Providence I am Indebted for the hos-
pitality which the American people have
extended to me. I shall never forget
the kindness which has been shown to
me, nor my visit to thin beautiful coun-
try, where nutiire ha been so prodlgul
if her gifts, and where man, by hlu
labor, has been able to Increase his
wealth und uttalti a degree of prosperity
which Is truly marvellous.

"These honors, howe er, will not
arouse In my heart feelings of vanity,
on the contrary, I hope the remem-
brance of this Important period
will Increase In me a sense
of the Immense responsibility of
those who bear the honored names
and who are under the moral obligation
to transmit them at least untarnished
to their successors, and I trust that
Hod will enable tna to carry out t titsobject."
