The Philadelphia Press sayg there ia
no doubl about his aj;e or nativity, for
these matters were verified by hia eon.
John Columbus, with whom the old man
makes his home, and who for that pur-
pose paid a Visit to Quebec, near where
Alexlua was born and reared.

The old man Is In fairly good health.
His skin is swarthy, and his hair In
snow white. His children are all lighter
complexion except one daughter, who In-

herits her fathers dusky akin. Blnee
the death of his wife, last Spring, at the
ae of seventy-six- , Alexius has been
steadily falling In spirit.

Alexlua t'olumbua was a shipbuilder
by trade, ns were his ancestors. He is
the only one of his generation who came
to the Slates. His sisters and brothers
lived in the l'rovince of Quebec, though
It is not known that more than one of
them Is still surviving. An uncle of
Alexins lived to th age of one hundred
and fourteen.

Th" old man Is a great lover of to-
bacco. He constantly chews or smokes.
He has always drank, and to this day
has his bottle of w hlskey in his room,
from which he takes a nip whenever he
feels so inclined, of late the Old man
has not been regular In his drinking
habits, and wiu sometimes pass a day
or two without taking a dram. His sons
attribute this to approaching dissolution
ami think the old man has not long to
live.

His son John is a well educated andprosperous man. Alexius, the fa; er. Is
still an active man, and possessed of tomean physical powers. The wife of
Alexius waa an Kngllsh women. Thegrandchildren of this union retain the
athletic mould, though their feature are
American, not Continental,

An English Woman Who It. Pen.
trated tho Interior of Thibet.

Miss Taylor, of London, England, the
only woman who ever penetrated the In-

terior of Thibet, was an arrival on the
steamer Kmpress of Japan at Seattle
recently. She is small In stature. Her
hands and wrists are small, her fea-
tures fine mid her manners gentle and
pleasant. In snlte of this fact. Miss
Taylor, according to The

She was connected indirectly wfch a
Chinese mission, but, havina; Kiifflclent
means of her own, travelled about as
fancy dictated. The trade of Thibet
is held by China, and China Is Jealous
of having any one of any other nation
enter tho country, because they know
well that if "foreign devils" get Into
.he land of the Thibetans the Chinese
trade monopoly Is gone.

The Chinese have guards all around
the territory and far In the interior their
spies are to be met. Miss Taylor started
out first with four servants, and among
them was a Mongolian Mahometan,
who coveted her belonglnps, and thought
it would It be a meritorious thins; to kill
her anyway.

This man gave her a lot of trouble,
and his treachery at the end nearly coax
her her life and prevented her entry
into l.a-s'.- the sacred city. of the in-
terior of Thibet, of which oo many
strange stories are told. Mtsa Taylpr'a
party was twice stopped by bandits.

Once they took nearly all her things
away, but after discovering that her
party were nc. members of the faction
for which they had been mistaken, some
of he goods were restored to her.

After many vicissitudes she reached
the I.nsss district and got to within a
few miles of I.HSSU City. Here ahe
found that her treacherous servant had
gone ahead and told the head" men
that if they allowed her to enter the
elty their lives would be forfeited to the
Chinese government; so the authorities,
when she came up, told her they were
sorry, and would wllllnn;ly let her enter
the city, but they dared not. F.he waa
thus forced to turn back within sight of
her goal.

The Thibetans are a nomadic peoplo,
but have one or two permanent towns,
I.assa, the capkBl, being the largest.
The people ore governtJ principally by
the lamas or native priests. They prac-
tice polyandry to a great extent, many
women hnving as many as three or four
husbands, who, In many cases are
brothers.

The Thibetans are herders, and many
of them ore splendid horsemen. They
use a number of horses, and the ox In
this country corresponds to the yak In
Thibet.

In Wlt:er. Miss Taylor has a Thibetanman servunt with her, who she says
has been faithful. Wnen she finally
reached the border exit was refusedthis servant, but she said In the Thi-
betan language, which she understandsperfectly: "He goes or I do not. Youmay kill me If you wish, but mv man
must co. Sep you thlsf anil she drewfrom her bri-v- st a small silken union
