Joseph Maitrean Arretted in

Williamsburg for Murder.

The Murder Was Committed In

Saratoga t oaoty la June.

Joseph Mastrean; twenty-tw- o years
old, was held In the Ewen Street Court,
Williamsburg, to-d- to await the ar-

rival of officers from Saratoga, where
he is wanted for murder In the first
degree.

Maatresti le a bright young Italian
and well educated, although his Eng-

lish Is not of the best.
Hardly a year ago Mastrean left

Naples for this country accompanied
by his boyhood friend, Pletro Mona.
The two spent some time with relatives
In wtlll'imsburg .and Brooklyn, and
Anally drifted to Mechantcsvllle, Sara-
toga County, this State, where tbey se-

cured employment as laborers.
On June 13 last the two young men

and a number of other Italians were
amusing themselves after their day's
work by Indulging In wrestling matches.
Mona threw Mastrean several times,
and linally the latter left the house In
a rage followed by the Jeers of his
friends. He returned a few minutes
later with a heavy club and split Mona'a
skull with one blow. Mona died half
an hour later, and in the excitement
Mastrean got away.

The murderer has a sister, Mrs. Cum-plz-

Moracc, who lives at 11 Jackson
street, Williamsburg, and Detectlvc-Berg- t.

Carroll and Policeman Doyle, of
the Humboldt street station, kept a
close watch on the house.

At 11 o'clock last night they saw a
man come out who resembled the de-
scription of Mastrean. The two officers
followed the man, who took a Graham
avenue car to the ferry.

When the man got oft at the ferry he
was arrested, but stoutly denied his
identity. The officers were rather pux-zle- d

as to whether they had the right
man or not, but they took him to the
station, where the murdered man's
brother, I.nlga Mona, a barber, of Nas-
sau and Manhattan avenues, Identified
him.

Then Mastrean broke down and con-
fessed that he was the man who was
wanted He oonfeased that he mur-
dered Mona, but said he did It In a fit
of rage, and has felt sorry for It ever
since.

RECKLESS 0H1VER LET GO.

Brenner Ban Down a Carriage on
the Brooklyn Boulerard.

Jadge Walsh Says He Has No Juris-Hollo- w

Max Brenner, of 47 Henderson street
Jersey City, was arraigned before Jus-
tice Walsh In the Butler B'.reet Court,
Brooklyn, to-d- charged with reckless
driving. Ho was discharged, Judge
Walsh holding that he had no Juris-
diction.

About 7.J0 o'clock last night Julius
Blndrtn and a female companion were
driving on the Ocean Parkway. About
a third of a mile down the Boulevard
they met Brenner and his brother Philip
driving furiously towards the city.

Blndrln kept to the right of the wav,
as near the curb as possible.

Brenner was urging his horse at a
gallop. The rains were hanging loosely
and he had no control over the animal.

Before Blndrln could pull out of theway Brenner had run him down. Bln-
drln and his friend were thrown out.
Both were hurt. Blndrln's horse was so
badly injured that he had to be shot.

Brenner's horse broke away and was
captured near the flower garden In the
Park. Brenner was not hurt, but his
brother Philip received severe contu-
sions of the body, and was taken to theSeney Hospital.

Judge Walsh said that as the accident
occurred outside the city limits he had
no Jurisdiction. He would not hold
Brenner. Neither would he send him
before the Judge having Jurisdiction.

He told Blndrln that as Brenner lived
In New Jersey he could get satisfactionby applying to the Tederal courts.

Whalen was thrown into the gutter andthe back of his head struck ngalnst thecurb and was badly cut.

When Officer Duffy, of the Third Pre-
cinct, arrived, he found Whalen bleed-ing from the mouth and the wound Inhis head. He was taken to the Long
Island College Hospital, where he Is now
In a critical condition.

Qulnn was found at his home about
6.30 o'clock and was locked up. Whenarraigned In court he claimed that heonly pushed Whalen when he fellagainst the curb.

At the hospital It was learned thatWhnlen is bleeding from the lungs.
His mouth Is badly cut.

Shown His Sienature to Bills He
Swore Were Not Audited.

tion of the flnanrlal affairs of the town
of Flatlands. conducted by Commission-
ers Pnterson, Carmen and Jneephaon, In
the Couri-llous- e, Brook); n.

Police Justice John c. Mathews was
the first w.tness called y by Mr.
Oeorge V. E.lloti, counsel for the property-

-owners who asked for the present
Investigation.

He said that bills presented by Town
Clerk John 8. Schenck, amounting to
tot, for seals, had not been audited, but
for all that the bills were paid.

The witness said that Dr. Tromer's
bill for S350 was audited at a meeting of
the Board of Auditors held Aug. , MM,
Justice Mathews snld that he refused tisign the bill when asked to by ClerkSchenck.

Mr. Klllott then asked thavt certainbills of 1889 be forthcoming. Mr. Grout,
counsel for the officials, objected. He
said that the defense had only been
asked to present hills of 18S0 to 1893.

Mr. railmt then called Supervisor
Illchard U Balsley, of Flatlands, to thestand.

Balsley snld his subpoena II not In-
clude the bills of 1889.

Justice Mathews was recalled andasked about certain hills presented bySupervisor Paisley ,r trips to Albany.
They aggregated about t;no. ,

Mr. Mathews said "he bills had been
paid, but had never hen nudl'.ed to hisKnowledge. He had never seen the
hills.

The witness was succeeded by Clerk
E. B. Cadley. of the Board of Super-
visors, who was asked to Identify a
financial exhibit of the town of Flat-len-

for the years 18H1 iind 189.!.
Hr said that the budget of the town,

as passed by the Board of Supervisors
In 1891, was 16,797.66. In 1892 it wot
$11. 111.. '.4.

When asked If he had the original bill
presented against the town he said lie
had not. He did present a few bills
for Interpreters' fees, which were ac-
cepted as evidence.

Justice Mathews again resumed his
place on the stand, and said that he was
a member of the License Board up to
June, 1893. John S. Schenck was also
a member of the Board. He said that
Justice Wilson was one of the State
Shore Inspectors.
