street, though nn apparition hnd
come Into their humble home, but
ghosts are never hungry, so Tommy's
assurance thn.; he hnd not been drowned
was taken as a faot.and he was welcomed
ss a prodigal with corn brend Instead
of veal, hut nevertheless Just ss heartily
ss the prodigal of Biblical times.

While eating the drat squsre meal
he has had since he rsn sway from
home fifteen days ago the young Arab
told his Mnry of adventure with con-
siderable sorrow, sddlng a great many
details which the lads held as prisoners
omitted.

The two hoys, ss has been told In "The
Kvenlng World," confessed their guilt,
but each told a story plsclng the blame
on the other. Rsdlcan's story was as
follows:

"Me 'nOLaao wanted to swipe Tommy's
money, ami Lago said, uet's drown
him,' and we went snd Dago did It. We
was goln' down Meekman street to take
a swim, and when we got there Tommy
was there, so Iagn pushed him off a
fish crate.

Tommy hud the best story of nil to
tell, however, and related his experi-
ence to an "Evening World" reporter
this morning with all the candor of a
street Arab. In the room were the
neighbors from a block around, all lis-
tening with amaiement.

ON THE HALF SHELL

For some lime past It has l.een ru-
mored In t'allf.irnta that large oyster
limls had some months since been discov-
ered In cet lain waters In Alaska. The lo-

cation has not heen definitely stated, hut
It lias heen understood that the oyster.i
were entirely different from any found
hitherto on thin coast, being much larger
and aa line, or almost as line, as the
Hastern oysters, says the San Francisco
Hxamlner.

News Is now received from Washing-
ton that theBe oysters are In the vicinity
of Kllllsnoo. Title special Information,
under a Washington date, was received
l.iiely. and Is as follows:

"I'nlted States Fish Commissioner Mc-
Donald has otitatned the consent of the
Treasury Department to avail himself of
the services of Special Agent Max
Praeht, having In view the Investigation
of certain oyster lieds said to exist In
the vlclrlty of Klllisnoo, Aluska.

"Specimen shells from this locality ob-
tained from natives tn the employ of the
Alaska i ill and titnino Company were
submitted to the Ichthyi... gist of the
Commission during the recent visit of
the special agent to this city, and were
pronounced by the Ichthyologist to be of
a superior variety.

"Proper appliances have been for-
warded to Special Agent Praeht ut
Sitka, with instructions to secure and
pack some oysters for transshipment to
the Commissioner. If the report of the
ichthyologist Is favorable, steps will be
taken to secure spat and young oystcrr
for the purpose of transplanting to the
waters of Chesapeake Hay."

Hitherto It has been supposed that the
waters of Alaska were too cold for oys-
ters, but old residents of Aluska now
here point out that this la an error.
They say that the Japan current strikes
and Influences greatly' a portion of the
waters of that great country, and that
oysters can live and thrive there the
same as anywhere else In the country.

The California and Hhoalwater Hay
oyetera, as every one here knows, are
small and sweet. Hy ninny Callfnrnlans
they are proferred to the Kastern prod-
uct. The newlv discovered oysters of
Alaska, while as large as those of the
Kast, are said to have much the same
flavor as the California oysters.

To cap the climax she sent a note to
Iter father yesterday afternoon saying
that she had been married to the car-
penter In the morning, and at the home
of Samuel D. McOibney his mother nnd
sister corroborated this statement, hut
refused to give the name of the parson
who neither reads the newspapers nor
detects a demented person e'.ien he sees
her.

Whet) we read about Noah and his ark
we tire apt to think that he must have
had rather a lonely time, but then he
was out only forty days, und, besides,
with all the animals. &c, on bourd, he
had plenty to occupy his time and at-
tention, and If he wanted amusement
