Her father
said.

"Dav first appeared at Pound Ridge
five years ago, when he was a student
In the tVestmlnster Theological School.

He was supply for the
church at East Woods during his stay.
1 am superintendent of the Sunday-schoo- l.

He went back to school in Sep-
tember. He appeared here again last
Julv and boarded with us.

"In October he was appointed to the
Eastport church. He came over In
Pecember and asked for my daughter's
hand, and I assented. Next October
was set for the wedding, but In May
he wanted to hasten It. as he said he
was fearful of compromise with a young
woman in his boarding-hous- e.

KILLED HIS BOYHOOD FRIEND.

Joseph Mastrean Arretted in

Will'.imsburg for Murder.

The llur.l.r Wm Committed In
Saratoga t'ositj la June.

Joseph Mastrean, twenty-tw- o years
old, was held In the liwen Street Court,
Wllllamaburg, y to await the ar-

rival of officers from Saratoga, where
he Is wanted for murder In the first
degree.

Mastrean Is a bright young Italian
and well educated, although his Kng-l.s- h

Is not of the best.
Hardly a year ago Mastrean left

Napltl for this country accompanied
by his boyhood friend, Pletro Mona.
The two spent some time with relatives
In Williamsburg and Brooklyn, and
finally drifted to Mechanlcsvllle, Sara-
toga County, this State, where they se-

cured employment as laborers.
On June '.1 last the two young men

and a number of other Italians were
amusing themselves after their day's
w ork by Indulging In wrestling matches.
.Mona threw Mastrean several times,
and finally the latter left the house In
a rage followed by the Jeers of his
friends, lis returned a few minutes
later with a heavy club and split Mona's
skull with one blow. Mona died halfan hour later, and In the excitement
Mastrean got away.

The murderer has a sister, Mrs. ram-plz-

Morace, who lives at 11 Jacksonstreet, Williamsburg, and Detectlve-Sergt- .
Carroll and Policeman Doyle, of

the Humboldt street station, kept a
close watch on the house.

At 11 o'clock last night they saw a
man come out who resembled the de-
scription of Mastrean. The two officers
followed the man, who took a Grahamavenue car to the ferry.

When the man got off at the ferry hewas arrested, but stoutly denied hisIdentity. The officers were rather pur-zle- d

as to whether they had the rightman or not, but they took him to thestation, where the murdered man'sbrother, Lnlga Mona, a barber, of Nas-
sau and Manhattan avenues, Identified
him.

Then Mastrean broke down and con-
fessed that he was the man who was
wanted He confessed that he mur-
dered Mona. but said he did It In a fit
of rage, and has felt sorry for It ever
since.

S.SO o clock and was locked up. Whenarraigned In court he claimed that heonly pushed Whalen when he fellagainst the curb.

At the hospital It was lesrned thatWhalen Is bleeding from the lungs.
His mouth Is badly cut.

and denied that he had claimed to be a
priest.

"It was a simple mistake." said Bal-se- r.

"I suppose I look like a priest,
but that Is not my fault. I never told
the clerk that 1 was a priest, and he
Jumped at a conclusion." that was all.

The story told by Balzer was practi-
cally the same as published lu yester-
day s "Evening World." Mrs. Braunaccompanied Balzer to court.

On June 16. 1891, she says her husbandwas struck In the face by Fritz Kuc-kuc- k

and died the same day.
It appears that the matter cams

a Coroner's Jury in Olendale, al-
though Mrs. Braun does not know what
the verdict was. Afterwards, she says,
Kuckuek signed an agreement to pay
her 1600 on consideration of her agree-
ing not to prosecute him. I'p to date,
however, all she has received has been
$20.
