WORLD'S FATR GROUNDS, CHI.
CAGO, July 1L—At 0.3 this morning
the remAThs df Nive more of the vigtima
of 'yesterday's fire at the celd storage
bullding were removed to the Morgue,
burned beyond recognition.

Afdded to the seven that lay in the
Morgue at midnight, this made twelve
dead po far ¢aken out of the ruins,

Only one has been ponitively
identified, that of Willlam Denning,
aithough seven firemen who called
thought they saw in one heap of charred
remains & resemblance to thelr comrade,
M. McQuade, driver of Engine No, 3.

Four of the bodles bore littie likeness
to dead humanity. One gunny sack,
when openod showed o damp mass of
oharred matter. Close Inspection re-
vealed black and fleahless bones, and
only by these were the flremen enabied
to tell that they had found what was
left of & man.

During the evening many women
called—wives, mothers and alsters of
firemeon. They were told that It was
untless to go below and gasze upon the
bodies as there was no hope of ldentl-
tylng the dead.

THR BRARCH FOR THE DEAD.

It was after 7 o'clock last night before
the rulns became cool enough to con-
duct anything llke a systematic search
for bodles. Before that time, however,
peveral charred fragments of what had
been human forms had been pulled out
from the debris, each fresh “find" being
accompanied by some gruesome clrcum-
stance.

The sounding of ambulance gongs and
the rush of the hospital staff with
stret excited the crowd, which

MAYOR HARRISON TO ACT.

Mayor Harrison was almost overcome
when he heard of the calamity, but
he finally sald: “Well, this settles one
thing, the city of Chicago Is going to
assume control of those bulldings as
far as protecting life Is concerned, and

that all these bulldings are carefully
Inspected, and If changes necessary for
the mafety of the peopls mre found ad-
visable they must be made,

seen myself fully 8,000 people there at
once, In the event of a fire panic hard-
ly two of them would escape. These
things must be looked to, and they will
it It takes every police officer In Chl-
CAgo.

Judge Moore Gives Him Permis-
sion to Copy the Minutes.

The Mayor's Affidavit Calls His Ac-
cusers Base Perjurers.

The sirangest pary of this morning's
proceedings was that, besldes making
the motion to Inspect the minutes, Gen,
Tracy went Into a long eulogy of the
Mayor, and the District-Attorney fol-
lowed sult,

Mr. Ridgway further took occanlon to
vindlcate himself and his Interpretation
of the law, at the same time, threaten-
Ing the member of the Grand Jury that
firat made the complaint.

The ground taken by both lawyern
was o the effect that the evidence upon
which the Grand Jury's presentment was
based was perjured.

The court-room was crowded when,
promptly at 10 o'clock aharp, Judge
and then
Gen. Tracy arose to make the motion.

" He began by reading the presentment
of'the June Grand Jury, which censured
the Mayor mand the cold thirteen mem-
bers of the Board of Aldermen. Then
he msked that the Mayor, In order to
vindicate his charmcter, be permitted
to inspect the minutes and make a copy
of them.

Reading from a petition which the
Mayor had sWworn to a short time be-
fore, he told of the actlon of the Board
of Aldermen on June last, In giving
away certain street rallroad frachlses.

He found that the company obtalning
the franchise, generally known as the
Flynn syndicate, had guaranteed proper
compensation to the city in the nature
of a yearly tax upon Ita gross recelpta.

The Unlon Strest Rallroad Company,
sald the Mayor, had appeared on the
scéne also, and offered a gross sum In-
stead of a yearly rental for the fran-
chine, and he had been advised that such
an offer could not be accepled,

He told how he signed the application
In good falth , and left for Chicago next
day. Then he went on to say that dur-
Ing his absence some evil-disposed per-
son went before te Gradn Jury and gave
evidence that was false and perjured
against him.

There wan not one of ‘his oMclal acts,
he declared, that was not open to any
one for inveatigation, but he demanded
the name of the alleged purjurers, the
evidence they had given, and then that
they be punished. All that he had ever
done, he alleged, wans In the Interest of
the city and in perfect good falth.
