Chemist Msrtin submitted to th
Healt'i hoard at 'he meeting of that
body the result of an analysis of
Croton water made by him last Friday.
The analysis shows that a fresh taint
of Impurity has nde Its appearance In
the city's drink. ng water, wh.ch may
account In some part for the marshy
odor about which so many complaints
have heen rece.vod within the past few
weeks

The water of which analysis Wis made
was drawn from the hydrant at Uleecltcr
and Mulberry streets The analysis
bhows the presence In the water of nl-- t
rites, indicating Impurity from vegetable

dei .imposition.
An analys.s made on Krldsv, June 30,

sin wed that there were U0001 nlirUes In
the sample, the result being expressed
in pans per IOO.iXM.

The analysis made a week later, on
t riday last, shows an Increase In the
nitrites, the result of the analysis being
0.00015.

The appearance of the water Is very
turbid, tho color yellowish-brow- n and
the odor strong and ma,rshy.

As compared with the analysis made
on July 7, of last year, Dr. Martin's
iinalvsis of last week shows an In-

crease In all the mineral and other mat-
ters found In the water hy chemical
examination.

President Wilson, of the Health De-

partment, said that the analysis did not
reveal snythlng serious. The amount of
nitrites In the water was van slight,
and there was no cause for alarm or
apprehension.

The whole trouble, said Mr. Wilson,
was due to the "dead ends" In the city.
These are being blown out as rapidly as
possible. The water-shs- d is In good con-
dition, he said, and no apprehension
should he felt about the water.

Chemist Martin stated that there was
only a slight irace of nitrites In thewaler, not enough to talk about. Mi.
Wilson did not believe that the present
condition of the Croton water had any-
thing to do with increasing the death
rale.

(Jen. Kmminn Clark, Secretary of the
llfai.h iii-pa- tmeui, when ha reached
Ins nice this morning found unother
bundle of complaints from residents of
the city, who cannot utilize he Crotonaster furnlbhed them, berauae of Its
foulness and unlltness for drinking andhousehold purposes, These complaints,as were those nf yesterday morning,were forwarded to the Commissioner
of Public Works, with the Injunction
thai the "dead ends" be "blown off."

An "Evening World" reporter has
conversed with numerous residents in
different parts of the city, and they,
with few exceptions, declare that In all
their long residence In New Vork Cltv
they have not known the Croton sun",
ply to be In such a deplorable condi-
tion.

The theory that the "dead ends" are
tob'ame for the nuisance the complaining
Clttana criticise as being most un-
wise and exceedingly fur removed fromthe actual origin of the trouble. Whilethey doubt the feasibility of the explana-
tion, they yet have no plausible reason
to offer, as to why the Croton shouldbe In Its present slate.
