NEW HOMESTEAD SENSATIDH.

Promise to Prove Huh Dempsey

the Victim of a Plot.

Confessions Said to Have Been Made
I by Gall.gh.r and DaTlson.

PITTSBURG, July 14. Within the next
few days It lc expected that the Home-- :

stead poisoning caaea will be reopened
and an effort m--de to prove that Hugh
F. Dempsey, Workman of
the Knights ot Libor, who Is now serv-

ing a seven-yea- r sentence In the West-
ern Penitentiary, Is Innocent of the
charge upon which he was found guilty.

Dempsey's friends expect to produce
such evidence as will not only prove
the Innocence of Dempsey, but will
also bring to light the exposure of a
plot sensational In its every respect.

They expect to prove that In the con-

viction of the Workman wit-
nesses were bribed; that certain phy-

sicians perjured themselves, and that
the action ot one or more attorneys
Wal not of a pro esslonal character.

These claims will be embodied In the '

petition to reopen proceedings In the
shape of written confessions made by
Patrick Gallagher and James Davison,
both of whom are serving terms at the
Penitentiary having been sentenced
shortly after Dempsey.

These prisoners, It is said, completely
expose what they claim was a plot
hatched to secure the conviction of a
number of Homestead strikers, but
which for some reason waa dropped
after Dempsey's trial.

District-Attorne- y Afraid Ellison
Will Run Away.

Mr. N coll Wan'cd $20,000, Law-

yer Brooke Offered $3,000.

broker Henrlquss's Assailant Much
Dlstni.rteB.il.

The tolls are closing around Frank
Ellison, who waa yesterday Indicted
by the Grand Jury for assault In the
first degree, with the additional alle-
gation of second offense, for his attack
on Broker W. 11. HenrltjueB June 6

last.
Ellison waa arraigned at 1230 o'clock

this afternoon before Judge Cowing In
Part I., General Sessions, to plead to the
Indictment and to have the amount of
ball llxed pending trial.

When the case was called Ellison
emerged from the prisoners' pen at
the back of the court-roo- and walked
to the bar with hla usual bravado-Ilk- .
air.

He at first seemed Inclined to turn
his back to the Court, but was quickly
reminded by a court officer that he
must face the Bench.

Even then he only half turned towards
Judge Cowing, and Beemed more Inter-
ested In the audience than In the pro-
ceedings.

The clerk then read the charge, but
before he could ask the prisoner to
plead guilty or not guilty Ellison's
counsel. Lawyer Charles W. Brooke, In-
terrupted with the question :

"Will Your Honor fix bail?"
"Yes," curtly returned the Court.

"Has the District-Attorne- y anything
to suggest?"

Ass slant nistrlot-Attorne- y Mclntyre
here stated that Mr. Nlcoll had request-
ed him to ;isk that the Court nx hail
In a turn amount.

"The District-Attorne- y has received
Information," continued Mr. Mclntyre.
"to t;,e effect that should ball In a
small nr even fairly large amount be
fixed the defendant will take the op-
portunity to place himself beyond the
jurisdiction of this Court

"Accordingly Mr. Nlcoll asks that
bail be fixed at 120,000."

Judge Cowing raised his brows and
Ellison scowled.

Lawyer Brooke seemed completely
dumfounded.

"I will hear you now, Mr. Brooke."
said tbe Court.

"Your Honor will kindly allow me
time to catch my breath," gasped Mr.
Brooke. "Never have I heard of such
a demand by the District-Attorne-

"I think Your Honor will bear me out
when 1 say that In twenty-fiv- e years
not even In a case of manslaughter
has such excessive ball been demanded.

"I would suggest that the amount
be rut down to $3,000, which Is far In
excess of that warranted by the offense
charged.

"The District-Attorney- 's request con-
vinces me that this Court Is being used
as a whip for private malice and to
satisfy private revenge. I hope Your
Honor will not consider for a moment
such a preposterous demand."

"There is," said the Court, "a differ-
ence of $17,000 In the figures suggested
by counsel. I will have to take a little
time to decide the qsestion."

Mr. Mclntyre pressed Mr. Nlcoll's de-
mand. There was. he said, reliable In-

formation which had come to his ears
that Ellison would skip out should the
ball be fixed In a less amount than the
sum asked.

Ball was finally fixed at $15,004.
Samuel Walsh, Ellison's brother-in-la-

was in court, ready to produce
but when he heard the

amount of bail required he hurriedly left
the court-roo-

Ellison was taken to the Tombs bv
Officers Burke and Donnelly, there to
await the result of his friends' efforts to
secure his ball.

Evidence Before the Coroner that

the Switch Was Defective.

Hitherto I'a'.nuwn Dead Woman
Was Hse. Kannle Kohman.

NEWBURO, N. Y., July H. Two of
those wounded In the West Shore wreck
here died In St. Luke's Hospital last
night, Increasing the total of the death
llBt to seven. They were Julia Michel,
of R0 Lee avenue. Brooklyn, whose skull
and thigh were fractured, and Charles
F. Slstare, of New London, Conn., who
suffered from fractured ribs and Inter-
nal Injuries. The relatives of both were
present at the time and took charge of
the bodies.

The other wounded passed a comfort-
able night, and In nearly every case
marked Improvement Is noticeable this
morning. The most hurt are MIbs Jen-

nie Cook, of Catsklll; Fred Holland, en-

gineer of the freight engine which was
Bmashed, and the newsboy, John Nelson,
of the passenger train. Hopes of their
recovery are entertained.

The Coroner and his Jury assembled at
9 o'clock this morning and began the
taking of testimony, after viewing the
bodies of the two who died last night.

Michael Donahue, the switchman at
the scene of the disaster, was the first
witness called. He testified that the
switch was all right. He set It at 11.4.5.

Did not look at It again until after the
accident, and he did not know how
long after the accident It was before he
,11,1 Innlr ot 14

It Is said that a section of men had
been at work all the morning, from 7

o'clock until 12, putting In a new switch,
leading from the main track to the
track that ran Into the yard. He de-
clared that he knew of no necessity for
the new switch; that the old one seemed
to be In good order, the only defect no-
ticeable being a sllrbt wear at the
point, and that. In his opinion, being
hardly enough to be .ailed a defect.

The first Intimation that a new switch
was to be put In was when the men
went to work at 7 o'clock yesterday
morning He did not closely watch the
workmen. He saw that they left their
tools when they rent away at noon,
and at first he said that he supposed
the switch was not finished, but later
In his testimony, when the District-Attorne- y

had questioned him closely, he
stated that the switch was finished and
everything was all right. He opened the
switch nt 11.45 to let the ''pick-up- "
freight train, from Coeymans, into the
yard, and Insisted that he closed the
switch and set the slgnala all right for
the north-boun- d express train No. 1

the train.
After doing that he said he looked

down the track a few times for the ap-
proaching train. The train rushed past,
and the next he realized It was away
over In the yard. He testified that even
then he did not examine the switch, still
Insisting that it was all right.

Robert Brock, roadmaster of the Hud-
son River Division of the West Shore,
was the next witness examined.

He and the Division Superintendent,
Mr. Wattson, had been making a tour
of Inspection, and were at Tompkins
Cove when a telegraphic message noti-
fied them of the disaster. They reached
Newburg soon after the smash-up- .
Witness Immediately devoted his atten-
tion to the work of restoring the track.

The express train, he said, had spread
the rails, and K- - caused several spikes
to be driven to restore the track to a
safe condition. It was this work thatgave rise to the rumor that the switch
had been changed.

He examined the switch and found
that a bolt had been left out. This
made it impossible to operate the signal
and switch together automatically. The
Intention Is to have these two operate
together, so that when the signal Indi-
cates sufety the switch must be at
safety.

However, there are two levers, so that
while this holt was out, the signal and
switch could be operated separately.
This left a possibility for the signal to
indicate safety at the time that the
switch might be wide open.

It was explained that James Dyer,
the boss of the section gang, had given
a reason for having that bolt out of Its
pi ice.

There Is a passenger train due In New-
burg at 10.35 A. M. When this train
approached the city the work at the
switch was In progress and wan nearly
completed, the one bolt that connects
the signal and switch not having been
put In pluce

As the train approached Dyer tried
to put that bolt In place, but found
thnt It would not easily go In the hole,
so he signalled the train to stop, pulled
the bolt out and then allowed the train
to puss, Intending afterwards to en-
large the hole nnd Insert the boll.

The switchmen, Donahue, waB re-
called. In his previous testimony he
had manifested Ignorance of the con-
dition of the switch, but after hearing
Mr. Brock's testimony he udmitted
that he knew that the Isilt was out of
Its nlace. and knew of the difficulty ut
the time the 10.35 train approached.

However, he contended thut he
operated both signal and switch ut the
proper time by means of the two sep-
arate levers The Jury then adjourned
until morning at 9 o'clock.

THE ARMY BILL MOVES ON.

e

Passes Its Second Beading in the
Reichstag To-Da- y.

Count Herbert Blamnrek Causes an
Uproar During tbe Debate.

BERLIN, July 14. The Army bill
passed Its Becond reading In the Reich-
stag All the articles of the
bill will pass their third reading to-

morrow.
The amendment to the bill offered yes-

terday bv Prince Henry Curolath-Schoenalc-

providing that the two
years' service system be fixed legally,
was defeated by a large majority to-

day.
During the debate on article 1 of sec-

tion 2 of the bill. Count Herbert Bis-

marck made a speech that aroused gen-

eral Interest. This section relates to
the formation of the Infantry, cavalry
and artillery.

Count Herbert declared that he was
satisfied with the adaptation of the bill,
though he was opposed to the two-year- s'

service systeem, because the So-

cialists through the short term of ser-

vice might corrupt the army.
His fears were mostly In respect of

the young men from the towns, most of
whom were Socialists. There would not
be time in two years to expel the So-

cialist poison from these recruits. The
third year of service would serve as a
reformatory school.

This remurk caused a great uproar,
which, for a time, Herr von Levetzow,
the President, was unable to quell.

Herr von Kardoff, a member of the
Rclchspartel, appealed to the House to
sustain the Chair against such A scan-

dalous violation ot the right of debate.
Chancellor von Caprlvl followed

Count Herbert. He sa.d he was sorry
to see that Count Herbert had bused
his argument on wrong premises. The
Infantry hud not performed three years'
service for a long time, and therefore
no such great change was proposed by
the pres.nl bill The two years' system
could be carried through without the
dangers Count Herbert feared.

Count Herbert frequently Interrupted
the Chancellor, who at last appeuled to
Herr von I.evciaow, who called Count
Herbert to order.

The Chancellor then proceeded. He
said he doubted that a man poisoned
with Socialism would reform In the
third year of service. The present cus-
tom retained only the worst soldiers fur
Over t SO ears.
