The Mayor himself, however, must

ake the responsibility of making them
nublie, s the Judge distinctly polnts
put that no application to that eftect
ad been made to him,

It the public lebors under the Impres-
lyn, however, that it la golng to find
ut all that tropspired In the Grand
ury room, it s very much mistaken.
sothing whatever will he given out
ave the evidenca ftself—that is, the
‘legal" evidence am defined by the Dis-

jet-Atlorney.

Nelther will
there be any description of the scene
of pandemonium which took place when
Lawyer Gaynor refused to answer the
questions of Assistant District-Attorney
Callaghan,

“If the Mayor,” sald Judge Moore,
“has, while in offilce, been gullty of any
offense to warrant such a pressntment,
the publle at large has a right to know
it

“It is a question, In fact, that con-
cerns the whole community much more
than the individual. If the Mayor s
& criminal, as charged, the public must
know the extent of his crimes, and he
ehall be punished accordingly.

“It is true,” he went on, “that In this
casa no Indictment had been found, and
that the Mayor, when making the appli-
ation was not In the position of an ordl-
ary defendant before this court. Hut
