CHOLERA Ml BE KEPT OIL

Dr. Wheeler Brings Favorable Re-

ports from European Seaports.

Dr. W. A. Wheeler, Chief of the Ellis
Island staff, who has been In Europe
for the past three monttjes investigat-
ing the sanitary condition of foreign
seaports, returned here y on the
White 8tar steamship Britannic.

He says he does not believe that
cholera will visit this country this year,
even though It should break out In
Europe.

Cholerf. can be kept out by proper
precautions at the ports of departure
for immigrants by United States offi-

cials, aided by 'hesteamshlp companies.
Dr. Wheeler visited Commissioner Uen-ne- r

at Ellis Island, and outlined the
sanitary condition of Hamburg, Bremen,
Rotterdam, Antwerp, Naples and Mar-
seilles.

In Bremen and Hamburg much care
Is exercised In sending over Immigrants
and most of the Russian Immigrants
now go to Rotterdam and Antwerp.

At Naples a (Quarantine barracks was
built on the mountain back of the cky,
about a month ago. where Immigrants
are quarantined for Ave daya before
sailing.

At Marseilles several coses of sporadic
cases of Asiatic cholera prevail every
Summer, bu no vessel sails from there,
and the rags shipped are thoroughly fu-
migated.

Dr. Wheeler said he believed that the
recnt cases of cholera in Naplea Wereimported into that city, and that there
Is not much probability of an epidemic.

HUMMEL MAY DESERT TAMMANY

Ho Wants to Succeed Civil Justice
McKeon.

It was reported In political circles this
afternoon that Assemblyman Frederick
P. Hummel, of the Twenty-fourt- h Dis-
trict, would leave Tammany Hall and
Join Assemblyman Otto Kempner's citi-
zens' Democracy movement.

Hummel's district leader, Lawrence
Dclmour, said that Hummel had told
him nothing about his alleged Intention
of severing his connection with the
organization. Hummel Is a candidate
for the Tammany nomination for Civil
Justice to succeed Justice McKeon, but
It la reported the leaders are not In-

clined tt give It to him, because he had
not won his spurs for promotion.

His present office is the first political
place he has held, and he did not dis-
tinguish himself in Albany. He only
Introduced one bill.

"Nothing would surprise me about
Hummel,'1 said Mr. Delmour. "I don't
think he knows what he wants. He
didn't know whether to accept the nomi-
nation last Fall even when he had
asked for It.

"Summer politics don't amount to any-
thing.

Big " Tom's " Resignation Received
by Mayor Gilroy

Mlchnel O. Murphy Succeeda An-

drews fCxolae Commissioner.

Mayor Gilroy this afternoon accepted
the resignation of Thomas S. Hrennan
as Street-Cleanin- g Commissioner.

I'resldent W. S. Andrews, of the e

Hoard, was appointed as his suc-

cessor.
Tort Warden and Vammany leader

Michael C, Murptiy, of the First Dis-

trict, got Andrews's place aa Kxclae
Commissioner, at 15,000 a year.

It was reported this morning that
Thomas S. Hrennan had resigned from
the position of Street-Cleanin- g Commis-
sioner. No reasons were assigned for
the step, and the news waa a complete
surprise to all connected with the mu-
nicipal affairs of the city, except those
directly in the secret.

When Mayor Gilroy reached his office
a crowd of reporters was waiting to
question h'.m concerning the truth of the
report.

' I will neither deny nor affirm the
report, but I may have something to
say later In the day," said the Mayor.

One reason why the Mayor would not
confirm the story, it was said, waa be-

cause Brennan'a resignation had not
reached him yet. He was waiting to
make the oiflclal announcement until the
document was In his hands.

Hrennan left the city yesterday osten-sl-

to go on his vacation. He shook
hanu with everybody In the office before
he left, and said good-b- y for good, It
now appears.

The expected will have happened
when Thomas S. Brennan leaves the
Street-Cleanin- g Department. It la well
known that he has not made a success
of keeping the streets clean, and he had
over 1600,000 more to do It with than
any of his predecessors ever had.

Ereunan was appointed Street-Cleanin- g

Commissioner by Mayor Grant on
Sept. 17. 1891. to succeed Hans S. lleattlc.
and wus reappointed for a full term of
six years at S6.0K) a year on May 9,
1892, when the new Street-Cleanin- g law
went Into effect.

There has been dissatisfaction with
Brennan's administration for a year
fiast. and in April last charges of

and Incompetency were preferred
against him by the City Crub. TheMayor exonerated him.

It was said then that Brennan was
merely given a clean bill of health as
a matter of policy, as Hrennan was not
so much at fault as the system under
whIMi the Street-Cleanin- g Department
was conducted a system which carries
with It what Is considered by those who
want to see the Department a success
the Incubus of pernicious politics.

THOMAS a BSSNNAN.

No Commissioner, even James S. Cole-
man, who la a man of recognised execu-
tive ability, could keep the streets clean
under this system of political domina-
tion, and had to give It up.

Fault was found with Hrennan be-
cause he delayed In irganlxlng his force
under the new law and because he
did not Introduce the block system until
the City Club went after him with a
sharp stick.

The block system was productive of
more trouble for Hrennan. He had M)0
more places to fill than he had under
the old system, and when he beKan to
distribute the plums he was accused of
partiality. Nearly every Tammany dis-
trict leader was more or less dissatisf-
ied, ard four or five of them, Including
John J. Scannell, ot the Eleventh;
Thomas Dunn, of the Twentieth; John
F. Carroll, of the Sixteenth, and B. T.
Fltzpatrlck. of the Fourth District, had
an open rupture with him.

Brennan lives lu the Nineteenth Dis-
trict, of which Police Justice Daniel F.
McMahon la Tammany leader, and he
was accused of "playinK McMahon ns a
favorite." The little Police Justice could
get anything he asked for. while the
rest got nothing for their hungry con-
stituents.

Such a state of affairs wan bound to
bring matters to a crisis. There was
talk that the loaders In the Interest of
harmony, would ask Mr. Croker to re-
move Brennan, and It Is said that an
appeal to thst effect to the Wigwam
chief brought KDSUt Mr. Brennan's
downfall.

That It would come was only z auea-tio-

of time In the opinion of
politicians, and "The Fvenlnff

World" foreshadowed the probable re-

sult several days ago In refenliiK to
the tilt between the disgruntled leaders
and Hrennan over the distribution of pa-
tronage.

There Is a belief that Hrenr.an will
be taken care of by Tammany Hall In
some other place.

Joseph Baum, Brandt was married to
Mrs. Meyer in Chicago. Feb. 11, 1sfl.
Then the trio rime to New York with
Wlmmers. They rented the flet In Thir-
teenth street, and Hanoi's life was In-

sured In the New York Life Insurance
Company for tl.oni); Eetna Life, 11.000;
Mutual Life. $3,500. and Washington
Life for 13,000, in favor of Mrs. Ilaum.
whose relation was proven by the Chi-
cago marriage certificate.

It was necessary to obtain a certificate
of death from a reputable physician,
and in order to deceive him Baum was
dosed by his own consent with anti-
mony. After a lime the slow poison
began to tell upon him. and he was
really a very sick man when Dr. Simeon
H Mlnden. of 218 East Eighteenth street,
was summoned to his bedside.

After only a few days Dr. Mlnden,
who treated Baum for such disease as
his symptoms seemed to Indicate, said
that he must prepare for death. Baum
thought, of course, that thla was all a

of the plan. He expected that a
Cart would be substituted for him, while
he was amuggled away to recover his
health. But the Meyera had carried the
programme through till there was no
recovery for the victim and he died.

Dr. Mlnden made out a death certifi-
cate in accordance with all the facta In
the case of the sick man that had been
vouched to him by Baum himself and
one or two of these Insurance policies
were paid. But when the attempt was
made to collect the $3,510 at the Mutual
Mr. Olllette'a suspicions were smused
by the apparent condition of the alleged
bride of but a few weeks. Ttfen Meyers
got An Inkling of thla suspicion and qui-
etly disappeared. They next appeared
in Toledo and Detroit, and the romance
of Winners and Mary Nelss occurred.

That he Is a desperate man la evi-

denced by the letter that he sent to
his wife after his recent arrest. Ac-

and promised that the writer would
alao take his own life, but It Is be-

lieved thst Dr. Meyer only sought to
get his wife out of the way. fearing
thst she would weaken nnd become a
witness against him

Charles W. Brooke said y that
he had not yet derided whether to
take up the case, nor would he before
Monday.

"I have read with much Interest the
Impression lir Meyer made on the va-
rious newspaper reporters I read that
he n. a broken down, nerveless man.

"Now, I was particularly Impressed
with the man's cast-Iro- n nerve. He Is
a man of extraordinary shrewdness,
and hla eve Is a marvel. It Is a pecu-

liar light blue, to be sure, but It Is
deep, deep. He looks straight Into the
eye of the person he talks with, and
hla eye seems to read the other through.
