HELD FOR TIE FATAL BLAST.

Inrelli and His Batteryman
Ohtrged with Manilanghter.

Accused of Responelbllltf for talur-lay- 's

Dlaaster.

Peter Invelll, the contractor In charge
of the blasting of rock at the corner of
One Hundred and Twentyecoiid street

land Fourth avenue, wnere the disaster
oeeurred Maturday afternoon, was ar-
raigned in the Harlem Pollre Court
this morning with his batterymen, K.
Angelo and tieorge Molo.

Thee men. It Is alleged, are dlrectlv
responsible for the death of Mrs. Marl
Posey mil iter daughter,
Marie Adele Posey, of 3 Hast One
Hundred and Twenty-secon- d street, nnd
for the Injuries Inflicted on alx other
persons llvlr.g In the vicinity of the
blasting.

The slory of the overcharge blast,
which sent huge pieces of rock on
death deullng missions into the kitchen
of the I'oseys, was told In Saturday's
Bportlng Kxtra ot "The Kvenlng
World."

A nig piece or rock, weighing at leost
1,540 pounds, crashed through the wall
and struck Mrs. Posey dead as ahe was
bending over her range. It crushed
her little daughter und forced Itself
through the wall of Ihe kitchen of Mrs.
Alfred Barnes, who occupied the west-
ern iwlng of the house.

The police made prisoners of the
batterymen and the contractor, and this
morning charged them with manslaugh-
ter in the second degree.

Contractor Invelll told Justice Fettner
that he was In no way responsible, as
he was not on the spot at the time of
the explosion. Had he been there, he
would have seen that the blast was
properly protected.

The police asserted that they had
abundant evidence to prove that the
contractor was personally In charge at
the time of the explosion. Justice Felt-ne- r

then held all three men without ball
for trlul.

The funeral services over the bodies
of Mrs. Posey and her little girl. Marie
Allele, will he held this evening at
o'clock. They will be burled In Wash-
ington, I. C,

Mlns M imli' McAdnm and Iteglnald
Posey, whose skulls were fractured, are
lying in a critical condition In the Har-
lem Hospital.
