Fierce Early Morning Fire Oppo-

site the Waldorf.

Occupants of the House Next to

Demarest's Ordered Out.

Hotel GumU Baa a Grett Battle
with Flames.

There was a big Are early this morn-
ing at Fifth avenue and Thirty-thir- d

atreet, across the way from the Hotel
Waldorf, which aroused the Waldorf's
guests, who watched the blaze from the
windows of the hotel.

The fire was In the warerooms and
aalesrooms of A. T. Demarest & Co.,
manufacturers of tine carriages at 1W7

and 339 Fifth avenue, at the northeast
corner of Thirty-thir- d street.

The blaze was discovered by Pi lire-ma- n

Sloane, of the Tenderloin Preenet.
He was patrolling his post on Fifth ave-
nue about 3.30 A. M. when he saw smoke
coming from the windows on the top
floor, and rang an alarm from the box
at the corner of Thlrty-Ilft- h street.

When the firemen arrived flames were
ahootlng out of the windows, and Bat-

talion Chief Fisher turned in a second
alarm. The Are Bpread so rapidly that
Chief Bonner struck a third alarm.

The rattling of the caused
tome excitement in the numerous hotels
In the district. The guests in the
Waldorf and In the Hotel Cambridge.
on the southwest corner of Fifth avenue
and Thirty-thir- d Btreet, were awakened
from their slumbers and crowded at the
windows while the firemen were bat-
tling with the flames.

Thera was no scare among the guests
la either the Waldorf or the Cambridge,
although much interest wis displayed
by them.

The building In which the fire oc-

curred, la a flve-stor- y brick structure,
with a frontage of about fifty feet and
a depth of seventy :'eet. "Demarest &

Co. occupy the whole of It.
The top floor, where the fire started,

waa used as a varnishing room. A
large number of carriages of fine make
were stored In the lower floors.

The varnish and paints caused the Are
to burn fiercely, and within a short
time after the outbreak the whole top
atory was a mass of flames, which shot
up Into the air and lit up the neighbor-
hood.

Chief Bonner ordered the occupants of
the house, 341 Fifth avenue, to get out
aa the building, for a time, seemed
threatened.

Lines of hose were dr gged up to the
roofs of the adjoining houses, and
water tower No. 2 was placed In posi-

tion In front of the burning building
In Thirty-thir- d street.

Streams of water from the tower were
ehot right Into the flames through the
top story windows.

Although the fire had made much
headway before the firemen could got
to work, they succeeded in confining
the outbreak to the top floor. The Are
did not get Into the lower stories, but
large quantities of water were poured
Into the building and ran down to the
lowar floors.

The members of the Insurance patrol
did good work. They covered up nearly
all the carriages In every floor with tar-
paulins, and thereby prevented what
otherwise would have been very heavy
water damage.

The Are was under control in about
an hour. The whole top story was
burned out, and considerable water
damage was done In the rest of the
building.

The loss on the contents of the build-
ing was placed at $25,000, and on Un-
building at $10,000.

The Are is supposed to have been
caused by spontaneous combustion.

RIDGWAY ON BUCKET SHOPS.

e--
He Deolares Them Legal and

Will Act aa Counsel to Them.

Ilia Construction of tbe Ijaw Causes
Ainsztmant Her.

James W. Rldgway, District-Attorne- y

of Kings County, was at white heat this
morning because of a story published In
a morning newspaper to the effect that
he allows bucket-shop- s to fleece the un-

wary within a stone's throw of his olllce.
The more serious charge, however, was

that not only did he permit the law to
be openly violate, but actually acted
as counsel for one of the bucket-sho- p

proprietors, against whom suit was
brought for the recovery of money lost
at the game.

The story also Implied that some one
In the District-Attorney- 's ofAce wns in-

terested In the bucket-sho- p business.
When an "Evening World" reporter

aaw Mr. Rldgway In his office this
morning, the District-Attorne- y had Just
flnlshid rending the story, and for a
few moments the air was blue In his
vicinity.

Then, In anew er to a series of questions,
he Hald that the sume paper had pub-
lished the same story at least half a
dozen times to his knowledge, and for
the sole apparent purpose of Injuring
him. He then went further and put a
construction on the law regarding
gambling that will create surprise gen-
erally.

"It Is charged," he said, "that I allow
these places bucket shops or gambling
dens they call them to flourish right
here In Brooklyn. Now, what are these
places? Are they any worse than the
New York Slock Exchange, which Is
nothing If not a gambling Institution?
Not u hit.

"These people are open around here.
They are carrying on their business,
and the law says that they have a per-
fect right to do so. The Supreme Court
has held that they have a perfect right
to keep open, and so long as th pro-
prietors want to keep open they can do,
so without the slightest Interference
from the District-Attorney- 's offlce.

"Now, as to this particular case, where
It Is charged that I acted as counsel
while being District-Attorne- It Is true
that I did act as counsel for Henry '.
Friedman In a Butt brought against him
by Charles S. Darlon for money lost
In alleged gambling.

"Mr. Friedman, however, was a client
of mine long before I received the nom-
ination for District-Attorne- He is
still a client of the Arm of which 1 am
a member, and T want to say right now
that If he has 100 BUlts of the same civil
nature I propose to defend them all for
him.

"As a matter of fact, that suit waa
brought for the purpose of trying to
extort money from Friedman. The man
who brought it called upon him several
times, ana threatened that If he did not
settle he would have the atory pub-
lished. He did take his story to the
papers, and only one would publish It,
and It haa kept on publishing It ever
since. tj

"The suit was settled Anally, I be-
lieve, by my client paying Doiion eome-thln- g

like $25. That fs all there Is to
the Btory, and I only care to repeat
what I said before, that Mr. Friedman
was and still is a client of mine. The
courts have said that he has a perfect
right to carry on his business, and he
will do so.

"As to the charge that some one in
my office has an interest In the bucket
shop business, I think If you draw a
flne-toot- h comb over the place you
won't And a single man here with
money enough to pay for the fitting up
of such a place."

Assistant District-Attorne- y Weeks, of
this city, seemed more thati amazed at
Mr. Ridgway'a assertion thnt the Su-
preme Court had held bucket shops to
be legal, but after thinking the matter
over a moment he said:

"I do not care to question Mr. Ridg-
way'a opinion or knowledge of the mat-
ter, because I do not know enough about
It to. criticise. Over here, however, we
always thought that If proper evidence
could be procured against bucket shop
proprietors they could be convicted. The
trouble always has been and always will
be to get the right kind of evidence.

"Whnt Mr. Rldgway probably refers
to is the rase of a man named Todd,
which was brought Into the Supreme
Court, where a question of his being
criminally responsible before the law
was raised. I am not prepared to say
offhand that the opinion was against
his being a criminal. As I said, we al-
ways thought In thlB office that a man
could be convicted of keeping a bucket-sho- p

on the presentation of proper evi-
dence."

Recorder Smvth nearly fell oft the
bench of Part II., Court of General
Sessions, when he heard what Mr. Rldg-
way had said.

"Well," he said. "I thought I knew a
little about criminal law, and I never
heard of the Supreme Court having de-
cided that bucket shops were not I-
llegal. I am also pretty sure that had
such a decldlon been rendered I would
have heard sometnng about it.

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HALSTEO'5 SLAYER HELD.

Green Says He Did Not Know His
Viotim Had Heart Disease.

Fight Over a Canary Which Ended
In a Death.

Matthew Green, foreman of division
No. 97, of the Street-Cleanin- g Depart-
ment, charged with the murder of James
Halstead, yesterday afternoon, was held
by Justice Kuch, in Yorkvllle Police
Court, thlB forenoon, to await the ac-

tion of the Coroner.
Green, who Is a middle-aged- ,

man, took things very coolly In

court He said he was perfectly
Innocent of any Intent to kill Holstead,
anil that It waa a chance blow In

which caused the man's death.
He exhibited a very much brulaed

and swollen eye as evidence that he
was defending himself when Halstead
was killed.

The trouble was all on account of a
canary bird, whose singing qualities
were being discussed In John Klef'B
aviary at 590 First avenue.

Halstead, who was a dyer, with an
establishment at 527 West One Hundred
and Twenty-nint- h Btreet, went Into
Kief's place about 5 o'clock yesterday
afternoon, and after talking over the
relative merits of several canaries, con-
cluded to buy n little yellow bird, which
began to sing over In one corner of the
Btore.

JtiBt then Green, who lives at 213
East Twenty-nint- h street, entered the
place. Neither of the men had ever
met before.

"That's a flne bird over there," Bald
Green to Halstead.

"What the do you know about
blrdB?" returned Halstead, who. It Is
claimed, was slightly Intoxicated.

Green's storv of what followed Is best
told in his own words.

"I saw he was drunk and answered
mildly that I knew a good bird when 1

saw one.
"The mm then began to call me vile

names, and suddenly he struck nt me,
catching me on the left eye, as you see.
I grabbed him and pushed him back
over a counter, and called to Kief that
I didn't want any further trouble with
the man.

"I then let go of him and went out-
side. He followed me out, and on the
street made another attack on me. I
then struck him in and he
fell down. I dltf not know he was
troubled with heart-diseas- or I never
would have touched him. I never saw
the man before, anyway. I was com-
ing from work when the trouble oc-
curred."

So far as can be learned, the theory
that Holstead had heart-diseas- e had not
bean advanced by any one save Green.

While the row was being carried on In
the store, Proprietor Kief ran out to get
a policeman, leaving a young man, Will-la-

Hummel, In the store. Kief couldn't
find an officer, and when he came back
the two men were In front of the atora.
Halstead was lying In the middle of the
street.

Young 'Hummel says that, after Hal-
stead struck Green In the eye, he ran
out of the store. Green followed him
and struck him a terrible blow on the
neck. Halstead pitched forward on his
face, but got up again and started to
walk off. Then he fell again near the
car track. He was dead when bystand-
ers reached him.

Green ran Into Murtha's saloon across
the way. Policeman Dudley, of the
East Thirty-eight- h street station, ar-
rested him there.

Ther Is a story to the effect that Green
kicked Holstead in the head when he
was down, but it cannot be substan-
tiated.

The dead man leaves a widow but no
children.

Green Is a widower and boards with
Mrs. Gallagher at 213 East Twenty-nint- h

Btreet. He has been an employee
of the Street-Cleanin- g Department for
flfteen years.

Never Readied London.

RrporU Printed In Italy.

LONDON', July 2. With reference to
the report of the preaence of cholera
In Naples and the statement of the
United Press that nothing; haa been as-

certained upon Inquiry to Justify It in
asserting that cholera was present In
that city, the London agent of the
I'nlUd Press haa received a letter from
his representative In Rome, saying that
he telegraphed to London on Saturday
lust the fact that the offlclalB In Naples
had reported four cases of the disease
as having occurred there during; the early
part nf laBt week.

This telegram never was delivered, and
there Is no doubt that it was suppressed.

The letter adds that neither the Naples
nor Home newsp.iperB make mention of
cholera anywhere In Italy, though the
I'nlted Press advices show that It does
prevail at Alessandria and other places
In Piedmont.

It further says that choleraic disorders
prevail ot Cuneo, capital of the prov-

ince of that name.
Pilgrimages have been prohibited, and

cordons nf troops have been established
to enforce the prohibition.
